Cyrus McMillan's excellent lecture on
Canadian poets and poetry on JFhursday
evening last at the Prince of ales Col-
lege, and who listeaed to the discussion
that followed it, you will aliow me to say
a few words upon the same subject, es-
pecially as THs GUARDIAN of Saturday
morning also devotes an article to elucida- .
ting some of the views expressed that
evening. I may as well state mny views at
once by saying that there have heen no
great Canadian poets, that there-ore none
now and there never wili be as/ long as
the present social influences exist. The
essential element of fine poetry is the
deseription of great deeds, which consist
of actions in which great obstacles are
overeome with smail means; of countests,
successful.or otherwise, carried on against
overwhelming adds, of devotion to a cause
without personal advantage, of devotion
and loyaity to a chief, of devotion
and  loyally .of a chief to
his followers, and of sacrifices for all
kinds of ideals. Now the people of Canada

Since the ideals of the people consist en-
tirely of the possession of wealth and of
hizh social position, there can be no culti- |t
vation of the poetical feeling in the social
atmosphere, and when this is wanting
there can be no great poets, asthey only
grow in poetical ground. We have some
material inthe history of our country with
which to construct great poems, sueh for
instance, as the sacriflce of the young
seigneur.

The great artists, Sargent,
Abbey and Whistler, who are now con-
sidered of the highest rank in England,
are Americans, who found the social con-
ditions for the production of great works
more favorable in England than in
America. Their subjects, when not con-
sisting of portraits, are representations of
old social conditions or old historic inci-
dents whieh can only be understood from
the conditions of social life whieh still
exist in the old country, but which have
entirely disappeared in the new. I hope
I have made my meaning clear, and that
my contention that the present conditions
of society are unfavorable to the produc
tion of great poetical work in Canada has
been fairly established. )
