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CHRONIC APPENDIX TROUBLE

One of the uses of the barium.
meal and the X-ray, now becoming
more generally used, is in detect-
ng an old chronic appendix case,

Cancer and ulcer of the stomach
jor" intestine ‘can usually be detect-
‘ed by this means. The outline of
the black shadow of the meal is
readily seen and points of irregu-
larity in the. stomach and intes.
tine are noted.

It 80 often happens that an in-
dividual will have some pain in the
abdomen, near, but not at the ex-
act place where the appendix is
usually found.

Now the appendix may ' be at
some distance from this spot, and
physicians have been able to show
that at least twenty other condi-
tions can so resemble appendicitis,
that the utmost care must be taken
in giving a diagnosis of appendici-
tis. h

The appendix allows material to
go into it, and is capable of push-
ing that material out. It is not
al-
though its use-in adults at least, is
,not definitely known, And so
\when there is pain occurring in the
abdomen from time to time, and
the physician thinks it may be due
to a chronic inflammation of the
appendix, he can diagnose it from
other conditions by giving the
barium meal and then watching the
appendix by means of the X-ray.
A normal appendix will fill and can
be seen, sometime 'within three or
four days.

If the barium remains in the ap-
pendix, and doesn’t empty out into

the intestine in three or four
days, then something is usually
wrong. 1If the appendix will not

fill at all, or if the shadow is very
long, or deformed, then also is
there likely to be some trouble
with the appendix.

New England
Enters Market
With Climate

BOSTON, June 18.— Three
northern New England states,
Maine, New Hampshire and Ver-
mont, have launched aggressive ad-
vertising campaigns to , tell the
world all about themselves . and
their natural and commercial ad-
vantages.

The legislative bodies of these
states, noting the beneficial re-
sults following similar actien on
the part of other states, have ap-
propriated approximately $120,000
for a two year program of favor-
able publicity. This amount has
been augmented by other contri-
butions to a total of about a quar-
ter of a million dolars.

Prepare Sales Talks

The states have not lagged in’
adopting sales talks with which to
“put over” their advertising plansl
in a business-l’ke way. Paramount |
among their persuasive arguments |
is that advanced by California and
Florida—a superlative climate, Per-I
petual warmth and insistent sun-!
shine is the boast of the south and]
west; IMaine, New Hampshire and
Vermont officially brag of a con-
summate clime, the culmination of
bleak, ‘snow:. swept winters, re-
freshing summer months, delight- .
tul springs and lingering autumns.

Publication and free issuance of
a series of booklets graphically !
picturing the splendors = of the'
Green Mountain state in all four'
Seasons, was an important part of |
the publicity work carried on by |

One State Spends $100,000

New Hampshire, with a fund of
$100,000 has,gone farther by estab-
lishing information bureaus and

tising space in daily and Sunday
newspapers . from Boston to St.
Louis. ' Thousands of inquiries
have resulted and each is answer-
ed with information about New
Hampshire’s commerce and indust-
rles, its White Mountains, lakes
and summer and winter resorts.

In IMaine, the propaganda project
has been pushed intensively under
the urge of Governor Brewster.
Newspaper space, circulars, radilo,
moving pictures, lectures and ar-
ticles and magazine stories by
‘prominent writers, have been used
for publicity purposes,

The advertising department sald
the campaign “has been conducted
in the same manmer as-that by any
other merchant. 'We sold the idea
to Maine people and made every
citizen a salesman for the state.”
More than fifty moving picture
subjects have been made and re-
