It is expected that every
returned soldier in the province will be
present and also that all the citizens \\'Ilq
can possibly do so will attend to g’l}'c'\\'ll;lt
assistance and encouragement they can to
the men who above all others have earned
the best that can be done fgr them-by their
fellow countrymen

There are now over 120 returned sol-
diers in this province; there are'some thous
ands vet to return; there are many thous-
ands already in Canada and some hun-
dreds of thousands yet to return. . Each of
these men will be a-member of the War Ve
terans’ Association and it is not necessary
to point out that when organized it will be
the targest association of any kind in Ca-
nada. L

In view of these facts it is not neces-
sary Lo expatiate at any length on the im-
portance of this morning’s meeting. "l‘u
belong to an aggregation of such potential
wzaight in the political, commercial, indus-
trial and social life of Canada will be at
once a privilege and a responsibility. A
few years hence this organization will have
much to say in shaping the ' destiny of
the Canada which they so valiantly help
ed to redeem from the curse that threa-
tened it; they will be in a position to
guide the national life which they rescued
from its would-be murderers, and no one,
now or in the future, can have a better
right to do so.

It is necessary then that the foundation
of such an institution as the War Veter-
ans’ Association should be well and truly
laid. This foundation, as far as this pro-
vinee is concerned, will be laid at this mor-
ning’s meeting when the active officers
and executive are elected. On the selec-
tion that will be made will depend the fu-
ture strength or weakness of the Asso-
ciation; will depend whether it shall be a
power for good or an incubus upon the
country. Among the returned soldiers
there are many men of good executive ab-
ility, ability tested and proved where
men‘s souls are tested and proved as no-
where else—on the battlefield. There may
be many to choose from, possibly that will
constitute the greatest difliculty but  we
would respecttully urge upon our return-
ed heroes the absolute necessity of ma
king the best choice for their leading offi-
cers that their ranks can afford. To evr in
this will be to eripple the organization af
theg outset. With the right men at their
head“they will prove as valuable an asset
in the national life of Canada as they did
on the fields of France and Flanders. With-
out this the organization will be no more
effective than an army without a leader.

The returned soldiers have earned
from their fellow countrymen all the assis-
tance that can be given them and even
when that is given in full the debt we owe
them will not have been paid in full. We
trust that even in this exceedingly busy
season our leading citizens will find time
to attend the meeting this morning.

THE WAR-TIME FRANCHISE

Against their will the people of Cana-
da are to be plunged into a war-time elec-
tion.
a democratic country. Nor is it by any
great force of nature or superhuman po-
wer that the people of Canada are con-
straimed to hold an election they do not
want. It is simply by a toucHof autocracy
from the hand of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. Sir
Wilfrid is not in office, but his fiat for a
general election has prevailed against the
strong desire of the Cabinet, of the great
majority in Parliament, and, as we have
already said, against the will of the peo-
ple. It just happened that he found him-
self entrenched strong enough at one
point to do this, and he did not hesitate to
do it. That is the kind of democrat Sir
Wilifrid is. He took advantage of the fact
that resolutions which bring about amend-
ments of the British North America Act
are always practically. .unanimous.
Robert Borden reminded the House of this,

‘tion for the amending of the Act in a way,
to prolong the life of the existing Parlia-|
ment” would be forwarded to the Crown.
Sir Robert had no thought of bringing any
Parliamentary controversy of Canada’s in-
to the politics of the United Kingdom.

So Sir Wilfrid had his way, and the
people of Canada are to have the war-time
election they deprecated They are the
more indignant at this flouting of their
will, this trampling upon their feeling, be-
cause two years ago Sir Wilfrid was him-
self extremely vehement against the idea
of a war-time election. - He might not have
cast the die for a war-time election now
had he been able to stay conscription or to
make the adoption of it conditional upon
the outcome of the war-time referendum
the demanded in that behalf. But he was
not in a position to force a war-time re-
ferendum on the country. He now finds
that his war-time election is not likely to
serve his purpose. The voters will not in-
clude all who would have been entitled to
mark their ballots in a referendum, andp
will include half a million loyal wemen
who would have had no voice in the refer-
endum. This difference is made by the
War-Time Elections Act. To that Act Siv
Wilfrid Laurier and his followers in the
House were strongly opposed. But they
have only themselves to blame for it. If
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had not forced on &
war-time election there would have been
no war-time election legislation either eli-
minating ex-subjects of the Kaiser from
the franchise or admitting to it the nea
kinswomen of our fighting men.

The country having been brought into
a war-time election it sought To avert, the
Government was bound to mitigate as far
as possible the evils and dangers the peo
ple dreaded from such an election: In its
War-Time Elections Act it provides for the
exclusion from the war-time voters' lis!
of recently-naturalized citizens of enemy
birth and citizens to whom non-participa: |
tion in war is an article of religion. It pro- |t
vides also for the inclusion of the mothers
wives, sisters and daugthers of our fight-
ing men. Will anybody contend that the
vote in war-time is not a special trust tha!
should be limited as far as possible to citi
zens who have affiliations with the enem;
country?

Will anybody deny that the women out
