THE NEW PAX VOBISCUM

The Montreal Daily Mail says:
The impression is gaining ground

that President Wilson's removal of
the embargo on arms consigned to
Mexico from the United States will
mean the end of President Huerta
in a short time, -The elimination of
Huerta has been Mr, Wilson's object
from the first, and no doubt he was
well advised as to the best time in
which to apply the pressure to Huer-
ta's military power. If the Mexican
president’s flight comes soon, Mr.Wil-
gon niay be credited with the first vie-
tory in his attempt to give Mex co
sound and digpified government.

Since Mr, Wilson's action Villa has
hoasted that Huerta will be deposed
in three months if not sooner, and af.
the same time, Huerta has announced
the beginning of an active campuign
in all sections of the country. To do
this better, he will increase his army,
pringing it. up to a reported total of
239,000 men. The general impression
will be that both Fuerta and Villa
are bluffing, and in some quarters the
idea is held that Mr. Wilson has heen
blufing somewhat also.

Mr. Wilson's decision to let arms
pour into Mexico comes as the most
warlike action he and Mr, Bryan have
ever taken, As the British press
points out, there is no precedent for
it in the history of international dif-
ficulties, It is the closest  thing to
approval of war that the preseni
“‘Peace administration’’ in the Uni*-
ed States has done, and may open »
rather vulnerable place for the crit-
ics to attack., If Huerta shows mili-
tary strength, which is not impos-
eible, Villa must obtain strength to
oppoes it with—and the United \States
is interested in his side of the case.
Suspicion that the United States is
aiding Villa, therefore, however un-
supported hy facts and repudiated by
the Democrats, will not down.

From now on, however, the MeXican
situation ghould be more interesting.
The workers will have the tools they
need, and they know how to use
them. Friends of the Wilson admin-
isttation will continue to hope that
the slaughter will soon come to an
end, Mr. Wilson's disapproval of war
will not count for very much in the
campaign for world peace, if in the
Mexicgn situation he avoids it with-

out exceptional reasons to save the
blood of his countrymen while givjng
full rein to such accomplished ryf-

fians as Villa to let the blood of Mek-
icana.

A letter tells much mor# than the
pews it contains—it is. a revelation
of the character and culture of the
writer, and although the matter con-
tained depends on the mental and
moral gualities of the ons who wri-
tes it, yet the correct manner of
writing a letter can be acquired by
anyone, -

It is well to have at least two
sizes of note paper, one for formal
letters and one to be used when
writing to more intimate friends.
Those with the ‘‘correspondence
cardg’’ for  accepting invitations,
letters of condolence or condolence
or congratulations will be all that
is necessary!

A postal card is only for your in-
timates, and should hold only a
brief message.

In writing out the date, never say

The word "To' is used preceding
sn official titie or when one wishes
to be distinctly formal, Business let-
ters begin with Sir or Madam, Dear
Sir or Dear Madam.,

Business letters should be brief and
specific, A gentleman will always
enswer a lady’s letter instantly, but
4 woman must not write to a man
who is only an acquaintance if she
can avoid it, and then she should
wake her note formal,

These suggestiong are for the man-
ner in which your notes are written.

The man or woman who takes the
time to write a  graceful little note
which acknowledges a favor is the
one who has been well brought up.

It i8 casy to write letters of con-
gratulations— for most people like to
»ay pleasant things to others. Never,
nowever, write ‘‘congratulations’’ to
a bride; ouly the groom is to be con-
esratulated. You may wish the bride
happiness or offer to any other felici-
ations that you wish.

It is usual to use a word ‘regret’
when you refuse an invitation and
more courteous  to add, if possible,
