Sir,—I have spoken to many of
my fellow churchmen of the Pres:
byterian faith and I find but few
who have ‘read the Enabling Bill
‘that proposes to unite the Presby-
teriang with the two other relig-
ious bodies.

The union committee send men
here who talk nice platitudes, but
not a word of the Enablng Bill
They tell us because the General
Assembly has passed on it at Port
Arthur the matter is settled. 1t
the affair is settled, why are they
here at all? They  surely must
know in the face of a growing op-
position among the members of
the Preshyterian Church the mat-
ter is far from being settled.

These men come here and tell
us there is to be no coercion. Why
do they not quote the bill to sub-
stantiate that statement? They
dare not.

One clause of the bill states
that every member of the church
must join the united church, but
because they are given the privil-
ege of voting themselves out an-
other six months, therefore they
say there is no coercion. Did you
ever hear such casuistry? We Pres
byterians do not want to join their
church why then force us in at all?
If that is not coercion I should
like to know what is.

Again after letting ug out in six
months where are we.to go? Our
church is destroyed. It is no more
legal to be called a Presbyterian
in Canada. They not only force us
in, but they force our church
away from us, and yet these peo-
ple tell us we are not coerced. Do
they think the people are blind?
Do they think the hard-headed old
Presbyterian Church, that has al-
ways been in the van for civil and
veligioug freedom will stand for
this thinly veiled tyranny? Never,
we are proud of the traditions of
the Presbyterian Church.

These cold sores, as they are
called, are s)metimes found when
you have a slight cola and fever.
Sometimes they seem to accom-
pany more serious infections in the
system. Where the sores continue
to ¢ome in crops for a long period
of time it is sometimes found that
some infection in the mouth, the
nose, or-the caverns or sinuses ad-
joining the nose are the cause of
the trouble.

" Many high strung folks with
worn out nerves seem to have a

crop of these sores very often,
Some severe .nervous infections
also are accompanied by these
sores.

Some dentists are of the opinion
that it is entirely «due to mouth
conditions. ¢

However it is more generally
conceded now that these sores re:
flect more frequently the condition
of the digestive tract.
