The complaint that this Province has not
peen receiving its fair proportion of unemploy-
ment relief was made by two members of the
Campbell Government during the last legislative
session.

“The Dominion Government has mnot inany
way brought pressure to bear upon provineiai
governments with respect to any change in relief

scales. We have from time to time altered our
grants in aid to provincial governmentss i do-
ing so, we have been influenced by improvement

in the unemployment situation in those provinces
and 1o some extent by improvements in the fin-
ancial position of certain provinces. Those have
been the two factors which have always govern-
ed grants in aid by the Dominion to the pro-
vinces. But there has been no pressure of any
kind in respect to relief scales. That is some-
thing which is dealt with entirely by provincial
governinents in conjunction with the municipal-
ities”

If this be the case, then it would seem that
Mr. Mclntyre and his colleagues in the Pro-
vincial Government are responsible.  Mr. Mc-
Intyre may argue that Mr. Rogers was simply
“passing the buck”, and there may be something
in that, too. But the fact seems clearly to be
that during last year especially our claims for
relief were not properly stressed at Ottawa.
Instead of seeking to sidestep their share of the
responsibility, our federal and provincial re-
presentatives should get together, “take off their
coats”, as Hon- Dr. MacMillan suggests, and do
a little hard work. Passing the buck from one
to the other is getting us nowhere,

Another “Will-O-The-Wisp”’

Our farmers will recall that in 1935 one of
the chief appeals made to them by Mr, Mac-
kenzie King and his supporters was in regard
to lower prices on farm implements, particular-
ly binders. In the House of Commons the other
day it was admitted by Hon. J. G. Gardiner,
Minister of Agriculture, that since the 1035
election two substantial increases were made 1n
the price of binders. )

How the Government has dealt with this
problem was commented upon by Mr. T.

2, 1936, he said, an order was issued in the
House of Commons for an inquiry into the high
price of farm implements. On April, 24, 1936,
a question was asked regarding the response of
the implement companies to the agricultural
committee’s request that during the course of
the inquiry prices should be reduced to their
former level. Hon. Mr. Gardiner’s answer was
non-commital. On Feb. 1, 1937, the agricul-
tural committee reported and suggested setting
up a select committee of the House to continue
the investigation. On April 8, 1037, the report

“Now, six weeks later, on April, 29,” said
Mr. Douglas, “we are still discussing a report
that was tabled over a year ago regarding the
investigation into ‘the high price of farin imple-
ments. One cannot too strongly condemm the
dilatoriness of the entire procedure with regard
to this inquiry. It looks to me like a grand farce,
with the government stalling for time. It is
two years since this investigation began and
now we are only at the stage of discussing a
report which, even if it is passed, is no guar-
antee of legislative action regarding the commit-
tee’s recommendations, let alone the chair-
man’s suggestions. Let me point out
further that so much time has been allowed
to elapse during the present session that
it is altogether unlikely that we shall get
legislative action during this sitting of parlia-
ment. This means that it is not likely we shall
have legislation dealing with this matter until
next year, which will probably be the session
prior to the general election- In other words,
the entire term of office during which the pre-
sent government has ruled will have been taken
up with an inquiry into a question as to which
the government’s duty was clear from the very
beginning.”

Canada’s Contribution

What Canada can contribute towards the de-
fence of the British Commonwealth is the sub-
ject of an inquiry by an important London pub-
lication, The Economist, edited by Sir Walter
Layton.

Pointing out that the Dominion occupies a
peculiar place, it says: “Her isolation is deep-
scated ; her defensive ties with Great Britain
and other dominions are slight; her armed forces
are feeble compared with her size and wealth,
though not perhaps compared with any actual
threat to her local security. This precludes any
firm reliance on her for much active assistance
in a Commonwealth war. At the same time, she
is the most industrialized of the dominions, she
can draw on all the technical and material re-
sources of the United States, and whatever else
she may do she is unlikely in the event of war
to impose those restrictions on the export of war-
like supplies which we must expect from the
United States if the Neutrality act remains in
effect. Hence, in such circumstances, she might
well prove an absolutely invaluable channel for
the supply of aeroplanes gnd munitions, includ-
ing many made under American patents or with
American, materials: The possibility is all the
more fortifying in that Canada’s western ports
are less than three weeks’ sail from New Zealand.
Australia and the Singapore front. It would be
comforting to feel that the British and Domin-
ion governments were exploring and strengthen-
ing all these possibilities now.”

HEARING AIDS SHOULD BE
FITTED JUST AS GLASSES ARE
FITTED

An individual who is hard of
hearing meets a friend whom he
knows is similarly afflicted and is
surprised at the improvement of
the friend’s hearin? due to the use
of a new hearing ald he is wearing.
His friend’s hearing is 50 much
improved that_he decides that he
will get one of these new hearing
aids. To his dismay he finds that
the hearing air which so ggeatly
helped his fri*nd’s hearing ab-
solutely unsuitable for him as the
increased amount of sound actual-
ly disturbs him and the sounds are

less clear than with h's old hear-
in~ aid
Why the difference in hearing

aids? Are not hearing aids just
meant to ‘increase sound’'?

The individual whose ey:dght is
failing can g¢ into a five and ten
cent stcre and purchase glasses
that will magnify an object so
that he may see it more plainly
but if he wan‘s his part‘cular eyes
fi‘ted to correct poor vision due to
shortsightedness, long sightedness,
pstigmatism or other defect. he
must con<ult an op‘ometrist or an
ciaculist Similarly with the hear-

ng.

Loss of hearing is not the same
in all cases. Some caes are due
to freauent colds and chronic cat-
arrh, the inflammation from which
may extend up the air-carrying
tube frem throat to mi“dle ear and
set up an inflammation there. The
inflammation may affect the three
little bones which ‘conduct’ scund
from the ear drum across the middle
ear to the ending or plate of the
hearing (auditory) nerve, so that
they become amkylosed (one solid
bone) which cannot conduct the
sound properly from ear drum to
the nerve going to brain.

Then there is the hard of hear-
ing due to disturbance of this
hearing nerve itself caused by in-
fection, injury or other conditions.
A physician tests the hearing with
the ticking of a watch or a tun‘ng
fork placed near the ear drum and
then at certain distances away
from the ear or he may place the
watch behind the ear (on the big
lump). Generally speaking (not
always however) if the tickling is
not heard so well at lump badk of
ear, some damage to the hearing
nerve is susnected If sound is not
heard so well at the ear itself, then
rome damage to the sound-con-
ducting bones, due to catarrh or
middle ear trouble is susvected.

FISHERMEN’S LOAN BOARD

Sir,—On April 18 you were good
enough to publish a letter of mine
asking for some information re-
garding the administration of the
Fishesy Loan Board. First, 1 want
to admit an error on my part in
addressing my questions to Mr.
LePage. I was under the impres-
slon that Mr, LePage was the
chairman and chief official of the
Board. However, the subsequent
proceedings in the Legislature, and
the reports in the press have clear-
ly demonstrated that Mr. Acorn is
the real boss, and that it is to him
that we must look for any light
that may be thrown on the activ-
itles of that very active organizat-
jon. I am afraid that Mr. Acorn
is rather more apt at dimming the
lights than in adding more bril-
liancy to the scene. He complains
in his Budget speech (second edit-
jon) that I am trying to discredit
him. I think he has done that very
thoroughly himself. Such seems to
be the opinion of his colleague on
the Board, Mr. Gallant, who after
describing how very carefully he
and Mr. LePage tried to do their
duty, admitted they were fooled.
Fooled, by whom? Apparently by
Mr. Acorn, as he was very careful
not to include the latter gentleman
in his eulogy.

We would like first to get some
light from Mr. Acorn on the ques-
tion of his much lauded fish hous-
es. He stated iy the House that
he himself inspec the most up-
to-date fish houses in the eastern
part of the Island, and at no cost
to the country drew plans and had
the Board's fish houses erected in
accordance with such plans. The
report of the Board shows ten
houses erected at a cost of $17,000,
an average of $1,700 each. In the
absence of the detalls as to size,
etc.. asked for in my former letter,
I am taking it for granted that
they are of uniform style and size.
Now, I have made inquiries into
the cost of some of the privately-
owned fish houses in Eastern
Kings. The newest and most com-
modious these cost $600, or
about one-third as much as_ the
much advertised fish houses built
by the Board. Is the difference in
the cost to be explained by the
fact that Mr. Acorn himself sup-
plied a great part of the material
used in the Board’s buildings? In
the absence of any answer to the
questions in my first letter, I must
infer that I have given the correct
explanation,

Now, as to the location of these
fish houses. I asked Mr. LePage
to let us know whether they were
built and placed for the benefit of
the fishermen, or the fish buyers.
Let us look at the obvious facts.
The three most westerly of these
buildings were a “;-g)lwemem of
three fish houses for years as
fish plants by buyers and owned
by them, which through age and
neglect had fallen down. The new
buildings were taken over by the
same American buyers and used in
exactly the same way as the for-
mer privately owned plants. The
cost to the Province was $5,100,
the buyer saved $1,800 and the
fishermen were in exactly the same
position as before. Practically the
same condition existed some miles
away where two more fish houses
were built for the benefit of a
.prominent firm. of fish buyers,
whose bulldings were also past
their usefulness. Of course the
fact that this firm is an ardent
‘supporter of the Government hhd
nothing to do with the locatine of
