“The London Observer,” in deal-
wg with the subject says:

‘“There are few English minds
which the distressful plight of
our oldest colony will not touch
with regret. Newfoundland has
slways been a peculiar region. and
the conditions of life
have given a distinctive mould to
{ts comamunity. There appears to
be mo doubt that the inhabitants
will eomcur in the suspension of
their gelf-government for a time
and the regency of an Imperial
Commission. Perfect ce:tainty is
needed upon that point before the
Mother Country can resume its
maternal offices in so complete a
fashion as now proposed.

“A scathing picture is drawn of
the political abuses—“greed, graft,
and ocorruption”—that have
biought the Dominion to such a
pass, It would seem that a mat-
uwrally poor population has been
pioked almost to their bones by
the harpies of the spoils system.
The case offers a curious challenge
to the saying of Lord Bryce
that in politics ‘Poverty and Pur-
Ity \go together’ It is rather an
Ulustration of the gifficulty there
1s in making democracy work well
where there is not a large enough
lelsured class ready to serve .the
State for pride rather than profit.
Where that is Jacking and nobody
can afford to go into public life
except for a livelihood, there is a
strong tendency for representat-
ive government to breed parasites
under the guise of politicians.”

This is a picture not overdrawn,
and part of it we are familiar with
n this Canada of ours. The tend-
ency of appeal to, and supply from
the “pork barrel” grows, develops,
and increases with the ambitions
of politiclans who have nothing to
lose and everything to gain by ob-
taining sufficient votes to elect
them to place and power. The gen-
eral good of the communitysis sec-
ondary to them.

obtain for themselves and their
Iriends. A late lamented Premier of
this Province once declared his
hardest job was “sitting tight on
the lid of the treasury” to prevent
all and sundy of his political
friends dipping in their hands. The
late Mackenzie King Government
had a similar experience resulting
in the Beauharnois, oustoms and
other gross scandals, Fortunately
we have in Canada as Prime Min-
ister a man of the type described
by ‘““The London Obse ver” as ready
to serve the State for pride rather
than profit.

‘The usual treatment has been to
give small doses of calomel follow~
ed a few hours later with castor
ofl. If the diarrhoea persists after
this treatment then _bismuth sub-
nitrate is given to check the exces-

!sive flow of water from the intes-

tine,
