All play-
ers are youngsters with the excep-
tion o f Sprague Cleghorn and
George “Vezina, and they help to
settle the play.

Leo Dandurand set the pace
when two years ago'he traded New
sy Lalondg to Saskatoon for an un-
heard of youngster by the name of
Auriel Joliat T.alonde was one of the
flest drawing cards ever known to
the game, but the youthful manag-
er of the Montreals realized that
he had to rid the squad of charley-
horsed veterans and inject new
blood, if he hoped to land a cham-

PARIS, March 17—The Olympic
athletic stadium at Colombes is vir-
tually completed and soon will be
turned over to the French Olympic
Committee by the contractors. The
original plans called for a stadium
to accommodate 100,000 spectators,
but the economic retrenchment of
the city of Paris made this impos-
sible.

The Colombes stadium will pro-
vide accommodations for 60.000
spectators distributed as follows:
The thousand seats in the covered
stand to be known as the “Tribune
of Honor”; 10,000 seats in a cover-
ed stand on the back stretch of the
tiack, which will be called the “Mar
athon Stand”; 15,000 places.for
standees in stands’at the entrance
tof each of the four turns of the
track; 25,000 places for standees in
two stands at either end of the
track, :

There are 34 exits, each 20" reet
wide, and the architect, M. Faure-
Dujarrie, estimates that a capacity
crowd could evacuate the stands in
two minutes.

In the center of the “I'ribune of
Honor" will be the presidential box,
to the left of which will be the
tribunes of the International and
French Olympic Committees,
diplomatic corps dand the members
of the Chamber of Deputies_and
Senate. The press stand with ac-
commedations for 800 correspond-
ents is to the right of the presi-
dential box, just over the finish
line.

The stand set aside for the ath-
letes will accomodate 1,500 and is
located at the extreme right. end
of the Tribune of Honor. Immedi-
ately under the Honor Stand are
the athletes’ dressing rooms, 38 in
number, and with accomodation for
1,200 athletes at one time.
