Parsley: to meat of 6 baked pota-
toes add few grains of salt and pep-
per, % cup of hot milk, and 2 table-
spoons of dripping. Mix quickly to
blend well, then add 1 tablespoon
of finely cho%ped parsley. Continue
as directed above.

Cheese: to meat of 6 baked pot
atoes add a very light sprinkle of
salt and pepper, 3 tablespoons of
finely grated cheese, OR 3 table-
spoons of cottage cheese; add also
Y, teaspoon of paprika, Blend well,
and continue as directed.

Vegetables: if you have & few
tablespoons of a cooked or canned
vegetable left over, such as peas
corn, mashed parsnips or turnips,
etc.: use as follows: to meat of 6
baked potatoes add
spoons of cooked or canned veg-
etable, a light sprinkle of salt and
peoper, 2 tablespochs of dripping,
a light sprinkle of salt and pevper;
