SENDS NOTE
OF APOLOGY

Expressed Regrets For

guard Patrol On Can-
adian Vessel Shaw-
nee.

(Associated Press)

WASHINGTON, Dec. 13—The
United States Government in a note
to Canada has expressed its ‘re-
grets” for the firing by a Coastguard
patrol boat on the Canadian ve:tel
Shawnee, September 11, off New York
Harbour, The communication to the
Ottawa Government was handed to
Hon. Vincent Massey, Canadian Min-
ister to Washington, and was in re-
ply to a request by the Canadians for
information concerning the incident.
The apology of the United States
contains the admission that the fir-
ing upon the Canadian vessel had
been “without legal authority.”

In reviewing the facts of the in-
cident, stated in the United States
note to have come from appropriate
authorities and understood to be
based on the coastguards report of
the firing, the communication charg-
ed that the Shawnee was a vessel en-
gaged in smuggling liquor and built
especially to violate United States
laws. The Coastguard boat came up
on the Shawnee some 15 miles off
the nearest land in the vicinity of
New York Harbour and after the
Canadian vessel is alleged to have
jgnored signals by berns, lights and
blank shells, the patrol boat fired
five shells into the ship.

TORONTO, Ont, Dec. 13,—Appal-
ling losses . of Newfoundlsnd (fisher
folk were detailed in a report re-
celved yesterday by J. A. McLeod,
General Manager of the Bank of
Néva Scotia from branches of the
Bank in the stricken area, Devasta-
tion created by the tidal wave that
swept Burin Peninsula a few weeks
ago has resulted in entire villages
being deprived of fishing equipment
with which to resume operations in
the spring. Practically the whole
waterfront of St. Lawrence was swept
away including five dwellings, a loss
of at least $150,000. The report de-
clares Rock Harbor, a small fishing
settlement was cleaned out of all its
floating property; Lords Cove prac-
tically wiped out and two thirds of
Point Au Gaul has been destroyed..
One of the worst features of the
disaster is the loss of provisions, coal
eto., stored by the fishermen for
their winter use. About 90 percent
of such supplies were swept to sea.
