In proportion as our foundation
is thus stable, and as our own minds and hearts
i have grown up gradually and firmly, without

any violent disturbance or wrench to one side or

to the other, in that proportion is it the more
possible to ‘view with calmness and moderation
the difficulties and differences of others—to
avail ourselves of the new methods and new
characters that the advance of timethrows in
our way—to return from present perplexities
to the pure and ‘untroubled well of our early
days—to reserve  and  to  communicate the
childlike faith, changed doubtless in form, but
the same in spirit, in which we first knelt in
humble prayer for ourselves and others, and
drank in the first impressions of God and

Heaven. The call may come in many ways; it

may tell of the change of the priesthood, of the
* fall of the carthly sanctuary, of the rise of

strange thoughts, of the heginning of a new
epoch. Iappy are they who are able to percicve
the signs of the times, and to answer, without
fear or trembling, “Spealk, Tord, for Thy ser-
vanl heareth.”

[ < fn discussing the World or Total War situa-
tion one must always bear in mind that while
to the reader developments may appear to be
new, they were not necessarily unforseen by
the powers-that-be in TLondon, Washington,
Athens and Cairo to mention only those centres
more vitally affected.

Involved, of course, is

the practical question of frecedom versus slavery.

The Christian standpoint is that every man

shall be at liberty to follow his own devices,

(provided he does not infringe upon the liberty

of another) according to the moral law laid

down in the Old Testament, with the addendum
of the law of love given in the New Testa-
anent, That spells the words Educated Demo-
cracy, government from the basement up without
outside interference or aggression.  The non-

Christian claim is that people cannot, or must

not, be permitted to think for themselves, but

must have opinions impressed upon them nolen
volens, and be compelled to obey the dictates of

a single tyrant mind or an oligarchy. For some

ten or fifteen years Hitler has been endeavoring

to impose that Nietzsche doctrine upon the Ger-
man people, convincing most of them that as
ryans they are world masters, far above others
physically and mentally, have no need of base
utilitarian Christian virtues and are in a  word
supermen, The success on the continent which

his ruthlessness has met has persuaded not a

few to pursue a policy of safety-first by seeking

cover,  Little Britain is the David to challenge

with a new hope and much needed encourage-
ment. With the backing of her Dominions, the
U. S. A, Greece and Jugoslavakia it is con-
fidently believed she will in due season lay the
proud aggressor low.

Jut this will not be accomplished in a day
a week, a month or a year. We shall have our
setbacks and disappointments, have to undergo
much anxiety, suffering and losses before ulti-
mate victory (and alas, it gives every evidence
of being a Cadmean victory) rests on our pennons.
But ultimately if we faint not, if we maintain
our faith and exert our utmost endeavours we
shall be glotiously and spiritually triumphant.
The Nietzsche propagandists will he made to bite
the dust, and a new enlightened Christian era
will have begun. As Churchill put it, however,
gll this means for us first, “blood and tears.”

Leaves For M.-l?.’s

Discussion in the British House of Commons
on the bill to exempt Hon, Malcolm MacDonald
and other members engaged in the service of the
State from attendance in the House, revealing
an amazing number of members thus occupied
and a curious situation regarding the rules gov-
erning such cases. There are 150 members—one-
quarter of the whole House—engaged in war
service of some kind, taking all or part of their
time, and with or without remuneration.

In peacetime, says an exchange, a member
could serve with a regiment several centuries
old, but he could not be legally absent with a
modern tank corps, Sir Stafford Cripps could
remain a member while accepting appointment
as ambassador to Moscow, but Lord Halifax, if
he had been a member of the Commons, probab-
ly could not have been appointed ambassador to
Washington without resigning his seat in the
House and his place in the war cabinet.

Many members have enlisted in the fighting
forces, and a greater number are assisting de-
partments of the Government during at least
part of their time. The military men have all
been exempt from attendance by wartime legis-
lation, but the others might be liable to penalties

How Relief Is Brought
To Air Raid Victims

In a cable sent to the Montreal
headquarters of the Queen’s Can-
adian Fund for Air Raid Victims,
Mr, Herbert Morrison, British
Home Secretary and Minister of
Home Security, describes inevitable

shortcomings of Government
schemes for air raid relief. Mr.
Morrison, paying tribute to the

work of the Lord Mayor’s Fund,
through which the Queen’s Canad-
ian Fund operates in Great Bri-
tain, cabled as follows:
“As Minister in charge of civil
defence in  Britain, I know well
how valuable it is that there be
some non-government means of
bringing relief to people whose
homes have been bombed. By help-
ing to swell the Lord Mayor's Fund
by subscribing to the Queen’s Can-
adian Fund for Air Raid Victims,
the people of the Dominion can
send real and immediate comforts
to those who have suffered from
the ferccity of the Luitwaffe.
