THE WAY TO STOP THE WAR

NEW YORK.—* The way to stop
the war is simply to drive the Ger-
mans from the skies,” says Orville
Wright, in an interview with = The
Standard.

When the Germaps have been dri-
ven out of the air the Allies will be
supreme and the war will end.”

‘At present the difference between
five years or more of war and an
ealy victory for the Allies is 10,000
airplanes.”

“We _ have the industrial plants,
which could soon be adapted for the
turning out of airplane motors. * * *
There seems no reason to.doubt that

In a year hence we will have sent
abroad thousands of fighting air
planes that will be better than

any-
thing vet produced.” 2

“It we could drop 1,000 airplanes
and aviators over there today, every-
body in Germany would know before
night that we were there.”

“We are bringing over to this coun-
try foreign motors which * * * wil]
be duplicated here.”

“Essen, the site of the Krupp gun||

works * * * could be reached bom-

barded;, and_put out of business.”

“I think it is conceded that the Cen-
tral Powers cannot any more than
competé with their opponents in the
manufacture of airplanes. Therefore,
the United States in this regard holds
the balance of power.”

When Orville Wright, inventor of
the flying machine and the first man
in the world to fly, was asked to ex-
press his opinion as to the probable
effect of an efficient carrying out ot
the Aircraft Production Board’s plan
for an appropriation of $630,000 000
for 35,000 airplanes and thousands of
aviators, he replied that, as the war
was now being run absolutely from
above, the United States could win it
in the air. Then thousand flying ma-
chines he said, would enqd the war in
tep weeks.

It was in Dayton that Mr. Wright
talked about the Government's air-
plane programme and the outlook for
victory in the air.

“It is my opinion,” he said, “that a
large airplane fleet is the way to stop
the war, * If it were possible for the
United States to deliver tomorrow
several thousand flying machines in
France, the war would be won by the
Allies in a few weeks. The way to
stop the war is simply to drive the
Germans from the skies, and this can
be done only by a preponderance of
fighting machines. By fighting ma-
chines 1 mean little airplanes carry-
ing one man and g rapid fire machine
gun.
