More Than Costume |

Good stock, good condition, and
good plumage of poultry, and
good production give the poultry-
man a pride in his work. By the
same token, bare backs and [eather
pulling proclivity in a flock cast a
reflection on good .:anagement,
because these conditions reveal de-
ficlencies in feeding. Green feed,
consisting of second or third crop
alfalfa or clover, is not onli a great
conditioner in the fall but a
seems to contain some protein
coefficient that helps to give a
lustre to the plumage,

Hens have a high body temper-
ature and they need their feathers
to keep warm, particularly in wint-
er time, and warmth is essential
to maintained production. The loss
of feathers means higher produc-
tion costs, and is a menace to
health as well. In summer time,
full plumage provides effective In-
sulation against the heat of the
sun Observation by Canadian
poultry authorities shows that
birds which are kept busy, fed
ample green feed, and are not
overcrowded, rarely lack a full coat
of feathers.
