Canadian Postage
Stamps Due For
Change, Is Belief

(CP)

OTTAWA, Jan. 4 —
Oana postage stamps, renowned
and prized throughout the philatelic
world for their color, beauty and
exacting design, are due for a
change to a peacctime motif waich
predominated during the war.

A new issue to replace the cur-
rent set. which depicts ram tanks,
corvettes and other Canadian-pro-
duced war weapons amcng the
higher values. has been predicted
for some time and todav informed
sources confirmed that Postmast-
er-General Bertrand will make an-
nouncement of a new set of stamps
shortly

Issuance of the new stamps may
be accompanied bv announcement
of a reduction in the dcmestic let-
ter rate from four to three ce®ts
to eliminate the  war-induced
increase of one ocent. This re-
duction was ferecast by Mr. Ber-
trand during the last session of
Parliament but. as the increase was
instituted for taxation purposes, the
change mav not be announced un”
til the budget is brcught down in
the House this spring

The new issue may find the King
switching his mode of dress for
postal purnoses to civilian clotaing.
The flva lower values of the cur-
rent set—cne to five cents—depict
him in varlcus service uniforms but
the new stamps mav show a return
to the pre-war custom of picturing
th> Sovereign in civvies.

One stamv of the new issue
might possibly be devoted a
commemoration of Canada's part
in the war or. alternatively, the
Government could rclease as a
sevarate issue a single commemor-
ative stamp for fairly short sale for
the event

Controis Removed
From Tire Sales

OTTAWA, Jan. 4 — (CP) — Dis-
tribution controls on rubber tires,
tubes and all synthetic rubber. ex-
cept a type known as butyl GR-1,
have been removed, the Prices
Board announced tonight

Removal of the distribution con-
trols followed the end of the ra-
tioning Jan. 1, but the Board
warned that price controls on tires
continue and increased pressure on
new and used tire price enforce-
ment may be expected within the
next few mocnths to stem any ten-
dency towards exorbitant prices and
“under-the-counter” sales.

The Board simultaneously an-
nounced the removal of distribution
controls on specialty cleaning and
washing compounds, phosphoric
acids. all non-ferrous metals ex-
cep . tin bearing alloys, rad-
fum and uranium. light bulbs and
alcoholic beverages. '
Previously thes: articles were on
a list of goods for which suppliers
were allowed to distribute only 20
per cent freelv and the remaining
80 per cent had to go to customers
who were supplied in 1931.

Under the new relaxation added
to the list allowing 20 per cent free
distribution are bathroom fixtures,
such as towel bars and tooth brush
holders: broom corn and soft drinks.

Kitayama explained that this in-
differince to the fate of vrisoners
“prevailed all through the (Japan-
ese) Army.” and was due in part
to the Japanese belief that surren-
der is a shameful act and captives
therefore should expect to be hand-
led roughly

Kitavama. who was with Homma
thrcughcut the Philippines cam-
paign, also testified that he under-
stcod the General had received
word from Tokyo that Manila had
been declared an open city by the
Americans — but not yntil Dec. 30,
1941, three davs after bombers un-
der Homma's orders Tad dropped
their loads on civilian targets there.

Test Plan to Speed
Olive Tree Growth

SYDNEY, Australia, Jan 4—
(CP)—Olive trees do well in Aust-
ralia’ but in the past they have |
grown too slewly for the Austral-
ian orchardist to bother much ab-
out them. In 1939 Australia pro-
duced 18,000 gallons of olive oil,
almost all in South Australia, and

imported 360,000 gallons from
Spain, Italy and France.
Now George Warner, a plant-

breeder of Pasadena, California, js
applying in Australia a formula
which is said to have vroduced in
California  olive-bearing trees 14
feet high frcm year-old slips with-
in three vears Warner is working
with Harold Drake of Sydnev who
is settng out 30.000 olive tre:s on
500 acres at Robinvale on the
Murray River in Victoria.
