TO MR. J. J. HUGHES

Contradiction

Mr. Hughes Joins in llle Liberal
Chorus, Defames His Constifuency
and RBis Province Bringing a Flat

from Mr. A. A.

Mclean Under which He Sils
‘Silent if not Ashamed.

Below is given the Hanzard report
