CELERY TRENCHES
Now that the potatoes are safely In
the ground the next move to be con:
sidered is-the preparation of the cel
ery trenches. A good many amateur
zardeners shy at this vegetable, think-
ing it too troublesome to handle but
those who go in for it usually fee!
that their labor has been well repaid
before the season is out. To prepare
the trenches, set a line the length de
sired. Mark along this line with a
spade and move the line 15 inches
Mark this also. Dig out the space
between the lines to a depth of nine
inches, piling the soil on either side
of the trench, If more,than one row
is required, the space between should
be utilized for the grewing of lettuce,
caulifiower, radishes or other early
crops that it will be possible to cleal
off before the celery is ready for
earthing. Put some maure in the
trenches and dig in. The celery tren-
ches should be léft for some days be-
