MADRID, Nov. 3—(AP)— Mad-
rid’s terrified inhabitants watched
from their housetops the fight for
possession of their city's suburbs
today.

The familiar. warning sirens
sounded about every half-hour as
the enemy planes flew over the
capital. There was no attempt to
continue the aerial bombings which
have taken a toll of 216 lives since
last Friday. Insurgent aviators to-
day contented themselves - with
showering down leaflets calling up-
on the populace to surrender.

On the rooftops of Madrid's
bui.dings, the city's residents clus-
tered sllently to.wa'ch the battles
their fighting forces were waging
to halt the enemy advance almost
within the city's suburbs.

Flames licked skyward through
the evening dusk as Insurgent
planes loosed incendiary bombs near
