tront,” he declared.

Wantuck pitched for Sheboy-
gans in the Wisconsin State Lea-
gue, winning ‘15 and losing seven
in 1941, and winning 19 and losing
Rix in 1942, The Cubs bought* him
In the 1942 draft, but he was in-
ducted before he had an opportun-
Ity to play last year.

Wantuck, 22 years old, lived in
Chicago, He was attached to the
Medical Corps.

Bitter Battle For
Forli Airfield

ROME, Nov. 3 — (AP) —Brit-
1sh infantry and armor fought
bitterly tonight for Forli airfield,
two miles southeast of the high=
way junction of Forli at the edge
of the Po Valley, while the sea-
son's most violent rains virtually
halted action on the Allied 5th
Army front south of Bologna,

British troops, pushing dogged=
ly through deep Italian mud,
reached a corner of the Forli air-
field yesterday and by tonight had
a firm hold on two sides of the
field. Entrenched Germans, sup-
ported by tanks, clung desperate-
ly to the northwest and north-
east corners. Only a demolished
canal bridge separated the oppos-
ing troops at the northeast corn-
er.

Australians Protest
Admiral’s Remark

SYDNEY, Australia, Nov. 3 —
(CP Cable) — A storm of protest
was aroused here today over a re-
mark attributed to Admiral of The
Fleet Lord Keyes, made at a recep=
tion in Brisbane, that the damaged
Australian crulser Australia ‘“has
been sent for repair to an Amecri-
can Pacific Island base Where they
work 24 hours daily as soldiers and
sailors have to be prepared to do
in all conditions of service instead
of as in this country during res-
tricted hours of work.”

Lord Keyes was aboard an All-
led warship during the naval bat-
tles of the Philippines last week,
during which the Australla was da-
maged when a Japanese plane
srashed into her bridge.
