Sale Of Milk cpws '
May Curtail Milk

QUEBEC, Sept. '18—The milk
situation in Canada may become
Quite serfous because of the ex-
tensive sale of cows to American
buyers by farmers in this province
and other provinces, sai Hon.
Laurent Barre, Minfster of Agri-
culture, in the course of a press
conference today.

“The diference in the prige of
milk between the Oanadian and
American markets alone explains
why the American market is so
attractive to Canadian farmers
Jjust now,” said the minister. “Here
milk prices are not independent of
production costs but is an artificial
brice, and is set much lower than
the current American price. A
milch cow is  worth actically
twice ag much in the United States
as it is in Canada, and, therefore,
it stands to reason that our milk
production will be reduced m pro-
portion to the reduction in grades,
and if the sales of cows to the
United States continues at this
rate, there will certainly be less
milk for the people of Quebec.
