He developed ulcers
recently and immediately bought
some goats for the goat’s milk.

Nurse Fights Vermin
As Well As Disease

NEW YORK, Aug. 11~(CP)—
Mrs. Helen Traiman, public health
nurse for the city health depart-

ment, has a question for Emily
Post:
“Does one or does one not

flick a trespassing cockroach off
one's arm in the presence of the
hostess 2"

Mrs, Traiman's welfare visits
carry her to sections of the city
where insects almost seem to
have mankind on the run. But
after all, she says, she is suppos-
ed to establish good relations with
the people she visits.

Generally she ignores the first
venturesome cockroach but brid-
les at the second.

She tries to avoid any rendez-
vous with the revolting insects by
choosing a hard, straight-back
chair. Those sofas or overstuffed

chairs are a have: for roaches
and lice, she says.

Mrs, Traiman visits about 20
homes each week. Most of her

work can be only in an advisory
capacity.

If a member of the family has
tuberculosis, for instance, she en-
courages him to enter a clinic or
hospital for treatment. Then she
follows up on all medical cases
when they are discharged. If a
parent fails to bring a sick child
for a scheduled clinic appoint-
ment, she checks to find out why.

Nurse Traiman carries a flash-
light with her to brighten dark
corners of the tenements she
prowls. Some of them were con-
demned years ago and are craw-
ling with rats.

On one visit she found the fa-
ther with a bandaged finger: he
had gone to sleep with his arm
hanging down from the bed and
& huge rat had bitten off the top
of his finger. !
Mothers’ who fear rats will
harm their infants create another
problem, she says. They keep the:r
babies in bed with them—leading
to- danger of sutfocation.

Another social evil to be com-
batted is venereal disease. This is
made difficult by the fact that
Mrs. Tralman often finds several
people, even two or three differ-
ent familles, sharing a couple of

LONDON, Aug. 11—(CP)—More
than a year ago a Kentish firm
bought the 100-ycar-old
Worcester, one of the last of Bri-
tain's wooden ships, for breaking
up.
The firm has had nothing but
bad luck since that day.

“We'll be glad to see the end of

Thames bed off Grays, Essex. At
high tide only a few inches of her
decks are above water.

“It will cost at least £50,000
($200,000) to break her up,” the
manager sald. ‘“‘She's never been
in a battle in her life, but she's
putting up a fight now.

“Before we could start work on
her she sank without warning.
We thought it would take us 18
months to break her up. Now |t
may take three years. No more
wooden ships for us, The cost of
breaking her up will certainly ex-
ceed what it cost to bulld her.”
