FRANCE HAS 'A CLAIM.

Relations With Syria’ Dates Back to
/ Crusaden's.

The first statement since the armis-
tice regarding Kuropean intentions
in Turkey which may be.considered
28 bearing the marks of official auth-
ority, says the New York Sun, was
the recent declaration of .France’'s
interests by, Stephen Pichon, the
French Foreign Minister, in the
Chamber of Deputies. He said that
the French:.rights in Armenia, Syria,
Lebanon and Palestine were incon-
testable, that while the subject was
one with ‘which the Peace Conference
was at liberty to deal, ‘“‘we consider
our rights .are fully establlshed by
our agreements with Great Britain.”

While the existence of an agree-
ment between the two nations most
keenly interested in the Ottoman em-
pire is thus acknowledged there is
nothing that clearly defines the char-
acter of the interests which France
and Great Britain will seek, There
is apparently a careful avoidance of
such words as colonization, spheres
of influence or even protectorate ex-
cept as it is used regarding a demand
for protection made by the Armen-
ians themselves.

OTTAWA, Feb., 22—Thirty thou-
sand people walking in reverent pro-
cesgion passed ithe bier of Sivr Wil
frid, Laurier yesterdag.
