RED DEER, Alta, April 18—
Thomas H. Ralston’s unwitting ac-
tion may have prevented escape
of Louis Riel, rebel leader, after
his capture at the end of the
North West Rebellion in 1885, he
revealed on a visit here.

Mr. Ralston, born 75 years ago
at Pugwash Harbor, N.S. told of
the incident during his 41 days
service with forces fighting the
rebels. Member of a party sent to
Batoche for supplies; he came
upon a pony tethered to a tree and
commandeered it. Later he learn-
ed that it belonged to Riel and
had been carefully concealed in
the thicket by his followers to fac-
ilitate his escape.

“Food was scarce,” sald Mr.
Ralston. “Hard tack, American
salt pork, with an occasional bear
steak was the usual fare.”

Ralston was one in a party of
volunteers sent to break through
Indian lines to Batoche for sup-
plies. They were accompanied by
part of the Toronto Cavalry and
had a hard time negotiating the
dangerous journey, pulling heavy
wagons over alkall and muskeg.

Within three miles of Batoche
they camped for the night, Ral-
ston was scouting about the camp
when he found and took posses-
sion of the pony.

Balmoral Home
For New Queen

EDINBURGH, April 18—Of all
their royal estates Balmoral Castle
will have a special place in the
affections of King George and
Queey Elizabeth, who will be
crowned May 12. For  Balmoral,
near Aberdeen, is the Scottish seat
of the King, whose Queen comes
from one of the ancient Scottish
familie~.

It is not a royal palace, but a
property belonging to the King
personally. Queen  Vijctoria fi1y,
saw it in 1848 and liked it so much
that her husband, the Prince’ Con-
sort, bought the lease.

The castle was built in Scottish
baronial style to the design of the
Prince Consort, and although it was
one of the favorite residences of
Queen Victoria,  who practically
divided her time between Bal-
moral and Osborne in the Isle of
Wight, it is sald to have been in
thoe days one of the most com-
fortless of residences on the grand
scale which could well be imagin-

ed.

On visiting Balmoral the King
and other members of the Royal
family always attend the Presby-
terian form of worship at Craithle
Church. Their appearance there on
A Svnday morning invariably ate
tracts crowds from many miles
around.

Sandringham, in Norfolk, is ane
other estate which is the personal
property of .the King. It was
bought by kdward VII, when
Prince of Wales, in 1872, It com-
prises about 7,000 acres. The royal
family's Christmas foregathering
has always been held at Sand-
ringham, and from here King
George V uttered his Christmas
radio messages.
