Some
Charlottetown dealers are nhow
quoting producers for ungradsd
oggs delivered AL 54-5, AM 49-30,
AP 35-6, B 42-3, C 28-31. Dealers
are quoting stations for the grad-
ed pack delivered AL 56-7, AM
52-3, AP 39-40, B 46-7, C 33-4 and
quoting retailers for the graded
cartoned pack AL 63, AM 59, AP
45-8, B loose 51. Retall price to
consumers s somewhat unsettlcd
and prices are AL 70-76, AM 65-6,
AP 52-7.
Poultry recelpts are still light.
Live heavy chicken and capons
continue to move to US.A. De-
mand for chicken has increased
with the result paying prices have
advanced. Dealers are now quoting
producers for dressed chicken over
5% 1bs delivered Special Milkfed
.39, AMF 37!:-38, B .31-2, C 21-2
and 5-5!'¢ 1bs., one cent less per
pound. There has been no change
in fowl prices. Dressed fowl 5% 1ibs
and up A .27, B 25.
It is difficult to secure any in-
formation on turkeys in a way of
price which would be of assistance
to producers in marketing their
crop. It is known that there will
be 15 per cent more turkeys in
US.A. to be marketed than in 1948
and approximately 10 per ceat
more In Canada. At Thanksgiving
time Canadian turkeys sold from
ten to fifteen cents per lb, less
than last year. The trade in Can-
ada and U.S.A. look for cheaper
turkeys. Dealers here are quoting
for dressed turkeys young hens all
weights A 43, B .39, C .25, and
Young toms 18 lbs. and under A
36, B .32, C .20 and over 18 lbs A
32, B 27, C .20.

Recalls Real Danger

Mr. Pearson recalled ‘“‘real
danger” at the time of Britain's
dollar crisis that the Western
world would be split in two with
“disastrous” results for economic
and defence developments.

The most important , aspect of
Anglo-American-Canadian confer-
etnces was the “united front,” the
decision to regard it as a ‘‘com-
mon_crisis.’
