The danger from icebergs in the
North Atlantic is becoming
igreat that a destroyer has
sent out to see if it ig possible tn'
disperse some of these floating
masses by means of torpedoes.

Although this is a new develop-
ment, iceberg hunting is a regular

part of the: work of American
navy vessels. Each year vigorous
raids. on the icefields are carried
out.

The International Ice Patrol, as
the fleet is cailed, came . into

existence as the result of the sink-
ing of the Titanic by striking an
iceberg in April, 1913.

Sinca then it has done much
good work. On more than one o:2-
casion ships have been saved from
danger by the patrol's wireless
warnings.
