Famed Arctic

fame in the Arctic as skipper of
the Roosevelt, the vessel on which
Admiral Peary sailed for his dis-
covery of the Pole,

Capt. Bartlett had helped design
the ship, named in honor of Pre-
sident Theodore Roosevelt.

Peary's dash to the pole was
made with the aid of a serfes of
supporting parties, the last of
which was commanded by Bart-
lett. “Captain Bob” had hoped to

the 88th parallel, two de-
grees from the pole, but condi-
tions were such that the Com
mander turned him back at 87 de-
grees, 12 minutes,

Peary sald later:

“I had given him the post ot!
heqior in my command of my last
supporting party for three reasons.
First, because of his magnificent
handling of the Roosevelt: secand-
ly, because he had cheerfully and
gladly stood between me and every
minor annoyance from the start of
the expedition to that day: and
third, because it seemed right to
me that, in view of the noble work
of Great Britain in Arctic explor-
ation, a British subject should,
next to an American, able to
uu¥ that he stood nearest the

ole."

Capt. Bartlett became an Am-
erican citizen in 1910. That same
year he received a National Geo-
graphic Society gold medal and
accompanied Admira)l Peary to
London to receive a replica of a
special medal struck by the Bri-
tish Royal Geographic Soclety in
commemoration of the 1909 dis-
coveries,

Nagrowest Escape

“Captain Beh” had one of his
narrowest escapes when he went
with the explorer Vilhjalmur Stef-
ansson on a_Canadian expedition
through the Bering Straits in 1913,
After Stefansson had landed in
Alaska, Bartlett's shin was crush-
ed to pieces in ice floes Jan 12,
1014, but he got his party to safety
on an island, then made a treach-
erous 100-mile journey acress the
ice to the Siberian mainland and
finally reached help after a 1,000-
mile trek down the coast line. He
went back to the tsland to take
off his party.

In 1926 Capt. Bartlett set him-

.| self up as an Arctic specialist when

he acquired the schooner Effie M.
Morrissey. Thereafter he made
| spectacular expeditions to north-
ern waters, often im search of
museum specimens, but sometimes
simoly as leader of a boatload of
tst;giems who pald fees for the
riD.

“OCaptain Bob” saw service In the
Pirst Great War as a superinten-
dent of marine transportation, and
afterwards became a Lieutenant-
Commander In the United States
Naval Reserve.
