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TRE COMING CONFERENCE

The conference to be held in Charlottetown next
Tuesday is now looked forward to with keen interest.
1t is generally felt that if we are to keep pace with
our sister provinces in the new industrial and com-
mercial era that is now upon us, the time has arrived
when we must begin to lay foundations and make
preparation for the part we are to take in it. , The
conference is in Jine with the work that is being done
by the Commission of Conservation, which, as defined
by the chairman of that body at a recent meeting, is
“not so much to do things as to start things, to investi-
gate, to bring about co-relations between the different
people, -individuals and- bodies, which will result in
getting a movement started in the right direction.”

We have many interests, agriculture, fishing, com-
merce, manufacturing; with these are interwoven such
_questions as immigration and emigration, transporta-
tion, our school system, our social conditions. Auy
one of these interests may be developed at the cost of,
or without benefiting the others, it may be developed
with but little benefit to the province as a whole. The
aim of the conference is to start a movement that will
help to develop them all and so to raise the general
level of all our activitics.

While no formal programme has been arranged
for the conference, a number of well known and well
qualified gentlemen, authorities in their respective
lines, have consented to take paft. The subject of
Technical Education will be introduced by Prof.
McCready and Dr W. J. P. McMillan; Fisheries by
Mr A. J. McFadyen, Tignish; Drainage by Prof.
Reek; Trade and Commerce by Mr Percy Pope;
Transportation by Mr Nelson Rattenbury; Immigra-
tion by Prof. Reck, Mr W, F. Tidmarsh and Rev. Dr
Tullerton ; Special Industries by Hon. Charles Dalton;
New Industrics by Hon. H. D. McEwen, Mr Alfred
Pickard and Mr J. O. Hyndman; Special Features of
Agriculture by Rev. Dr Gauthier; Improvement of
Rural Communities by Rev. J. J. MacDonald, Kin-
kora; Improvement of Towns and Villages by Rev.
R. G. Fulton. These gentlemen will merely introduce
the subjects and discussions will then become general.
A number of other prominent public men have inti-
mated their intention of taking part in the proceedings
but have not stated the particular subjects on which
they will speak. The intention is not to discuss the
obvious, but to give an opportunity to those who have
new ideas to ventilate them. !

It is expected that all who have the interests of the
province at heart and who can make it convenient to
attend will do so. Single first-class fares good to
return up to and including Friday, have been arranged
for, to accommodate all who wish to be present.

LIBERAL CORRUPTIONISTS

A Regina telegram in an out-of-the-way corner in
yesterday’s Patriot announces that H. C. Pierce and S.
Simpson, M.P.PJs, and Gerhard Ens, a former
M.P.P., have been committed for trial on charges of
corruption, and admitted to bail. This is the first
outcome of the Saskatchewan Liberal Government
scandals which have been occupying public attertion
for some time. It is admitted on all sides that the
Scott Liberal Government has reached the end of its
tether. An Ottawa correspondent says it is fully
recognized there that Premier Scott is fighting a losing
battle and adopting every expedient known to politi-
cians to gain time, sympathy and immunity. Mr W.
M. Martin, M.P., Liberal member for Regina, left for
home a few days ago. He was anxious to enter the
Scott Government if Mr Turgeon could be quietly
dropped. The exposures have completely démoralized
Saskatchewan Liberals in the House of Commons,
and they are living in continual fear of further revela-
tions. Hon. J. A. Calder during the past six months
has been a frequent visitor to Ottawa. He held fre-
quent consultations with Liberal party managers, and
it is now admitted these conferences were to formulate
plans to protect the Saskatchewan Government from
impending exposure. Prominent Liberals from other:
parts of Canada said that Sir Wilfrid Laurier will
refuse to be made a party to the defence of the Scott
(iovernment, and his advisors are urging him not to
be drawn into the Scott Government scandal as a
defender and thus take chances of being besmirched
along with his Saskatchewan lieutenants. The Liberals
_have been playing a double game, pretending to be the
friends of temperance and religion and at the same
time selling the sacred cause for filthy lucre. 'Further

In addition to this these pupils have been sending
weekly to the Charlottetown boys of the Signallerg
Corps at the front a scrap-book containing the current
home news and such other items of interest as were,
to be found in the daily home papers. Since the g8th
Heavy Siege Battery went overseas the pupils have
sent to .them also every two weeks a scrap-book
similar. to that sent to the signallers. The advanced
class has even gone a step farther than this and, in
addition to helping with the projects mentioned above,
are devoting part of two days each week to knitting
socks for the soldiers, much of this work being done
outside of school hours. !

The teachers of the school have contributed out of
their salaries $53 for the Army Service Fund in 1914
and $71 for the Patriotic Fund in 1915,

It is possible that some other schools in the 'pro-
vince are doing work of this kind, work that will
perhaps. compare favourably with the splendid work
above referred to, but it will be at once admitted that
such effort is not as general in our schools as it ought
to be.. The benefit of such giving does not end with
the satisfaction and the comfort it gives to our soldier
boys. Like “the quality of mercy” “it is twice
blessed ; it blesseth him wha gives and him who takes.”

The privilege of looking backward through the
years at the greatest war in the world’s history, of
remembering its special incidents, the preparations
made for it, the sending of their brothers and fathers
and neighbours to the front, the interest in the daily
news of the war's progress, and the many other
matters in which everybody is interested tg-day, this
privilege is in reserve especially for the young and it
will be made a barren and regrettable one if it will
lack the récollection of having belped in some .way.
It is in those coming years that the war will be seen
in its true perspective; we are too close to it to grasp
its immensity or its significance. Let ust help our
children to'do things that will be worth remembering
when they look backward; let the schools impress
upon the pupils that they have a part in the war and
that their duty and their service and sacrifice arg as
important and as much needed as are those of the men
who are fighting our battles in Europe.,  Every school
in the province should line up in the army at homé
and at the front that is fighting for, the life of the
Empire and for the future of civilization.
