Strange as it my sound to some,
a good joke is neither objectless nor
foolish. Humor is a gift of God,
even though Mark T'wain is report-
ed to have married his wife because
she could not see a joke. Perhaps
he thought he had a sufficient sur-
plun of humor to supply the family!
When the Apostle Paul speaks of
“jesting which is not convenient,”
the t plainly that
he was referring to that play upon
words, so common at the time of
the stage, which derived 1t¢ attrac-
tion for zhe muli use of
the under Mon oI evil.
1t is mther slzn icant also that
the word “jesting” is occaslonally
employed in an evil sense in the
Greek writers, similar to that which
we conceive St. Paul had in mind.
But the usual word for vulgar buf-
foonery is associated with those
who hung about the altars.

Yet there is need for the Chris-
tdan, while exercising a healthy, in-
vigorating freedom of speech which
permits those happy turns of sen-
tences in a playful sense (that is
usually associated with the word
used by St. Paul for iesting) to bear
in mind that levity in sacred things
may become habitual, and inflict
grave injury on himself and others.-

We are reminded in the Book of
Ecclesiastes that there is a time to
laugh. t seems to mean that
God has appointed to men seasons
of mirth and of sadness. But it is
true that the Christian must use
care both on the subjects and in
the objects of his humorous sallles.
