QTTAWA, Ont, Feb. 9—The Earl of
Bessborough is to be the new Gover-
nor Genersl of Canada. Premier R.

ment this morning stated: “His Ma-
jesty the King has been graciously
pleased to approve of the appoint-
ment of the Earl of Bessborough as
Governor General of the Dominion
of Canada.”

Baron Vere Brabazon Ponsonby
O.M.G., 9th Earl of Bessborough,
was born Oct. 27, 1880. Educated at
Harrow and Cambridge, he adopted
a legal career, being called to the
Bar of the Inner Temple in 1903. In
1012 he married Mlle, Roberte de
Neuflize. daughter of Baron de
Neuflize of France, a distinguished
financier. He served as a member of
the London County Council from
19007 to 1010, when, as Viscount Dun-
cannon, he entered Parliament, rep-
resenting Cheltenham and later Do-
ver, from which constituency he re-
signed on his father's death in 1020
whe:: he became 9th Earl of Bess-
borough, and Viscount Duncannon,
in the Irish peerage. He served with
distinction during the War both in
Gallipoli and France. A prose writer
and poet of outstanding distinction,
he was for many years a _valued
contributor to leading Emnglish peri-
odicals and reviews. His son and
heir, ¥Frederick Edward Neuflize
P by, Vi D 10n, was
born in 1913,

Farl Bessborough who sits in the
House of Lords as Baron Ponsonby
in the peerage of the United King-
dom, is a Chevalier of the Legion of
Honour, and holds the orders of St.
Anne. (Russian), Leopold 11, (Bel-
glum), S8. Maurice and Lazarus
(Italy) and Redeemer (Greece). He
has béen ‘deputy chairman of De
Beers Consolidated Mines, Ltd., since
1024, and chairman of the San Paulo
(Brazilian) Rallway, Ltd. since 1921.

The Ponsonby. family, who ' have

contributed many distinguished men
to Irish and English public life, trace
their descent to Sir John Ponsonby
(d. 1687) of Cumberland, a Common
wealth soldler who obtained land
grants in Ireland. His son William
(1657-1724) was created Baron Bess-
borough (1721) and Viscount Dun-
cannon (1723), and the latter's
son Brabazon was raised to the earl-
dom of Bessborough in 1739, He was
the father not only of the 2nd Earl
(1704-1844) but of John Ponsonby,
speaker of the Irish House of Com-
mons. The 4th Earl of Bessborough
(1781-1847) b Lord-Li t
or Ireland. He was succeeded by his
three sons, the cth Earl (d. 1880)
6th Farl (1815-1895) a famous crick-'
eter and chairman of the Bess-
borough commission (1881) to inquire |
into the Irish land system.
Lady Besshorough, wife of Cana-
da's new Governor General, is a
daughter of Baron Jean de Neuflize,
officer of the Legion of Honour, head
of Neuflize and Company, Regent of
the Bank of France, president of the
General Assurance Company, vice-
president of the Rallway Company of
France, president of the Royal Otto-
man Tobacco Company, etc.

Carlots price of
fresh eggs advanced’one cent a doz,
extras being quoted at 30 cents a'doz
and firsts and pullet extras at 26 to
27 cents a doz. Quotations to retail-
ers were from one 'to three cents
higher. Fresh specials and extras
gained one cents at 36 to 37° cents
and 34 to 35 cents a doz. Fresh
firsts were unchanged at 30 cents,
while fresh pullet extras were up one
cent at 28 to 20 cents a dozen.
Storage extras and firsts both ad-
vanced one cent at 23 to 25 cents
and 20 to 22 cents a dozen. Storage
seconds galned two to three cents
at 18 to 20 cents a dozen. Receipts
were 493 cases. Eastern townships
‘No. 1 pasteurized grassmake cream-
ery butter was up one quarter of a
cent at 32 1-2 cents and western
butter was unchanged at 32 cents a
pound.
