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Britain’s Long Quest
For Yachting Title

AppearsNearAnEnd

PORTSMOUTH, Hamnts, Eng.,
April 10 —(Reuters)—Britain's long
~puest for world yacht racing su-
acy” seemed near an end to=-
day as the famed yachts Endeavour
I and I1I went on the auction block
without a single bid being accepted.
The yachts were built in the 3Cs
by T.O.M, Sopwith, noted Britich
aircraft designer and yachtsman, at
a cost of £20.000 to £30,000 ($80,000
to $100,000 at the current rate of
exchange), Today the auctioneer
called for an opening bid of £4,000
for the hulls and lead keels. He re-
fused to accept one bid of £2,000.

Tndeavour II made the last of 16
nttempts to snatch  the coveled
american Cup from  the United
States In 1937—when she was beat-
en off Newport, R.I,, by the Rang-
er. The Endeavour’s attempt mark-
ed the end of a saga started in
1850 off the Isle of Wight and
reaching Its greatest peak of inter-
est during the yachting career of
Sir~Thomas Lipton, famed mil-
{tonaire sportsman-grocer. His suce
cession of Shamrocks never manag-
ed to beat the American defenders.

After “Tommy’s” death Sopwith
built the Endeavour’s and  sailed
them across the Atlantic to chal-
lenge Atnerican yachtsmen.

Refusal of buyers to make .even
an opening bid for the two En-
deavours was tacit admission of de-
fent.

“No one will ever build anything
Mke Endeavour I agaln for suchin-
gpiration comes only once in a life-
time,” commented Fortune Fowler,
prominent British yachtsman.

The days when fortunes could be
gpent for world supremacy in sail-
ine skill and craftsmanship vanish-
vd with the outbreak of the war. No
one today even took the oppertun-
ity to inspect the beautiful hulls,
fying in the builder’s yards.

End Of Cup Racing

"This is the end of America Cup
racing,” Fowler declared. “Why
eould not scme syndicate—say cf
0 men putting up £1,000 each-—
have bought either or both
yachts and brought back that cup?

“I saw the Yankee boat ‘Ranger’
when she was over here, and I am
telling you that Endeavour II could
lick anything that would sail If she
was manned by a really trained
erew. This is the end of the 'J' clnss‘
of vacht in this country.” |

Fovler commented sadly that the
two yachis would probably end up|
as part of prefabricated houses, with |
the keels used for guttering.

An official at the auctiom sald:

“The sale proves that owing to
heavy taxation, yachting is a thing
of the past.”

BROOKLYN, April 10—(AP)—
qackle Robinson, brilliant Negro
infielder, today became the first

of his race to break into modern
major league baseball when Pre-i
sident Branch Rickey of Brookiyn
Dodgers announced the purchase
of his contract from Montreal Roy-
als of the International League.
No other information was given.
wirchase price was undisclos-
ed. It was a straight cash trans-
action with no clauses involved
Robinson, who appeared at first

base for Montreal against the
Dodgers _in  today's exhibition
game, will jein his new club to-

morrow. Montreal is owned by the
Dodgers and woq today's game 3-3.

While - Dodger officials deciined
to comment, it ¥s believed the
former University of California at
Los Angeles athlete will appear at

first base for the Dodgers in to-
morrow’s exhibition game at
Ebbets Field against New York
Yankees.

The news of Robinson’s pur-
chase by the Dodgers came 'with
startling suddenness although in
recent days it had been generally
believed he would be brought up
on or before the opening day cf
the season. Up to the last minute
prior to the official announcement,
Brocklyn officials were silent on
the negro's status.

Watching today’s game with
Rickey were Fcrd Frick, president
of the National League, and Frank
J. Shaughnessy, International Lea-
gue head. Frick declined to vom-
ment bat Shaughnessy declared:
“I am happy for Jackie. He is a
great boy and deserves the chance
I feel certain he will make good.
He was the best player in our lea-
gue last year.”

Glad of Confidence

Reached after the contest, Rob-
inson sad: “I am happy to be with
the Dodgers. I am glad that Mr
Rickey and the others on the
Brooklyn club have the confi-
dence . me and I certainly shall
give them the best in me.”

Rickey declared that Leo Dur-
ocher, manager of the Dodgers un-
til suspended yesterday by Com-
missioner A. B. Chandler, had re-
commended during the spring
training season that the Negro be
brought up and that the three
Dodger coaches and manager Clay

Hopper of the Royals voted un-
animousiy last night to promote
Robinson.

The club president said that “it
still is difficult for me to believe
that Mr. Chandler will insist on
the penalty against Durocher”

He would not amplify his state-
ment except to say he had not
asked for re-consideration of the
manager's case.

“Any of the three coaches or
even some one outside the organ-
ization,” could be named manager
of the club, Rickey said in answer
to a question.

“I have only bne thing to suy
regarding the new manager,” he
added, “it definitely will nes be
one of the present players on the
club.”

Robinson didn’t come to the
Dodgers by accident. When Rickey
decided that the abolition of the
color line in baseball was inevi-
table, he decided to get the best
player in negro baseball. He ro-
tated three scomts through the
negro leagues, Tom Greenware,

now with New York Yankees,
George Sisler and Clyde Suke=
forth

Throughout the summer of 1945,
Sisler and Sukeforth patrolled the
negro circuits. Although they were
given no chance to compare notes
and made separate repor‘s to
Rickey, each recommended Robta-
son as the best player in negro
baseball and the one who oflered
most as a potential major leaguer.

Other Negroes in Baseball

Robinson was officially signed
to a Montreal contract Oct. 23 of

that year and thus became t'lwl
first negro to break into moclern
organized baseball. Two other

negroes had preceded him before
the turn of the century. The [irst
was Moses Fleetwood Walker, 1
catcher with Toledo in the Ameri-
can Association in 1884. The Am-
erican Association was then con=
sdered a major league. The other
was George Stovey, a pitcher with
Newark of the International Lea-
gue #n 1887,

Unimpressive in spring training
with the Royals last year, Robin-
son broke away to a fast start by
connecting for four hits on open-
ing day against Jersey City, and
wound up the regular season lead-
ing the International League with
a mark of .349, highest average
ever compiled by a Montreal
player. He stole 40 bases to vank
second in the league, and his toum
won the pennant, the playoffs and
finally defeated Louisville [four
games to two in the Little World
Series.
