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PARTICULARS OF DEATH |

OF BARRETT HENDERSON|

Testimony of Eye Witness of the Terrible Affair Gilbert Was Anxious to
Get His Farm Back but Could Not--Evidence Given at
! Inquest— Henderson’s  Body Arrived Home By

Last Night's Train.

‘Winnipeg papers to hand contain the
following particulars of the shooting of
Barratt, Henderson, of North River:

REGINA, Aug. 15.-A terxible
tragedy, whether accidental or inten-
tional the taking of evidence alone
wlll prove, occurred about 9,90 o'clock
this morning on the farm * of Josiah
Gilbert, - twelve miles south of thiy
city. The ane fact which Is not de-
nled Is that Gilbert, who is over 70
years of age, shot Barrett Henderon,
who came here this spring from Prince
Edward Island and purchased Gilbert's
farm. Henderson was hurriedly brought
to Regina hospital but died shortly afier
5 o'clock.

Conflicting stories as to how the
tragedy occurred are in. circulation.
One story is to the effect that Hen-
erson, who in addition to purchasing
the Gilbert farm and the section ad-
joining it has a . steam ploughing

outfit.on it breaking and has been sleep-
ing In theGilbert barn  and when  driv-

in away vhis morning Gilbert called

im'spying that he would accom-
pany him but would take a 4un with
him to’'shoot gopher-, - Going into the

barn Gilbert got & gun which was dis-
charged a mowent later and Heoder-
son fell from his buggy. Getting up
he started to run around the barn and
Gilbert followed Him still carrying the
gun,

Gilbert Is reported to have said that
the shooting was entirely accidental and
that when Henderson ran away he follow-
ed him to assure him that iv was accident-
alas Henderson seemed afraid of him-
One of a pariy of two who happened on
the scene in a buggy says that Henderson
ran towards them calling out: “He has
shot me and Is ‘trying to murder me."
They drove Henderson over to his ad-
Jjolning section where the breaking outfit
wiid ab work and from there IHenderson
was at once brought to the hospital.
Gilbert came - into the city and gave his
case Into the hands of a lawyer and was
placed uunder arvest.

A coroner’s jury was al once empannel-
led, after viewing the bodv and hearing
theevidence of the doctor who made the
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autopsy the inquest was adjourned until
5 o’clock to-marrow afternoon.

Gilbert came to town aund voluntarily
went to the police station, where a war-
rant was served on him charging him
with the murder of ‘Henderson, e was
then remanded by Magisirate Mec-
Causland for eight days. Before he died,
Henderson made a statemeut to the eflect
that Gilbert had shot him intentionally.
Regina, Aug. 10. The poiice wereoc-
cupied to-dpy in seurching the Gilbert
farm, where the tragedy occurred, for
the gun with which Barrett llender-
sonis saidto have been shct, but so
far all their efforts, aided by the man
Koch, who says that he saw Gilbert
throw the gun away, have failed to
bring the weapon to light.

The adjourned inquest was vesumed
this afternoon atd o'clock. The first
witness called  was Dr. Charlton, by
whom a post-mortem exominalion of
the dead man's body was made this
morning. The doctor's evidence was
chiefly of a technical character, tend -
ing to show that the deceased died
from the shotgun wound in the face,

J. H. Boyle, areal estate agent, told
of the circumstances attending the
sale of the Gilbert farm to Hender-
son, and Gilbert's subsequent anxiety,

as stated by Henderson, to get the
farm back., He stated that Hender-
son informed him that the Gilberts

were crazy to recover the property and
the old man had offered: him $3,000 forit
on the deal, but that he had named $7,000
as the lowest he would talke,

The other witness heard to-night was
Richard. Koch,, one of the two Sedley
men who drove up to the Gilbert farm
after the shooting took plnoe. Koch re-
{ated how: Hend i

to them calling oub Lhnt Gllbert 'ﬁnd
shot him and was trying to shoot him
again, Gilbert, the witness stated,
was running after the deceased when
they first saw him with a gun in his
hand, which, however, he dropped on
seeing them. Koch then went on  to
describe how Henderson had been put
in his own buggy and driven by his
two hired men totown, Koch and his
companion, following with Gilbert in
their  rig. On the way in he stated
that Gilbert explained that the shooting
had occurred accidentally, when he was
carrying the gun out to go with Hender-
son to shoot gophers. Earlier the prison-
er had said to Koch that he was going to
shoot chickens.

The body of Henderson lay stretched on
a table in the room, the head facing the
street. Theleft cheek of the man was
torn and mangled in horrible shape, show-
ing conclusively that the shot was fired at
comparatively close range.

At the same time it was evident that
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the gun was not far enough away for
the shot to spread.

© “He called me back ahd tried to murder
me,” were practically the Jast words spo-
kenby the unfortunate man,

They are said to have been addressed to
those standing around.

Whetheror not he meant that Gilbert
called him back to the stable could not be
ascertained, for the man was asked to
save his strepgth until he should come
out of the ether.

Before he went under the aenesthetic
Henderson asked if there was any possi-
biiity of his not recovering.

The operation to which the man was
subjected wasnot of such a nature as
likely to cause death, although that will
bea point settled by nfedical evidence
delivered. It was forthe most part a
cleansing of the wound, taking out the
balls of shot, and sewing up the cut made
in the face by the discharge of the gun.

The deal for the farm land between
Gilbert and Henderson was put  through
by John H. Boyle. of Regina and con-
sisted of the transfer of a goodly portion
of 2,000 acres held by Gilbert in that
portion of the country. The land has
been turned over to Mr. Henderson and
a payment was due shortly. The house
was still oocupied by {Mr. Gilbert, his
wife, and son Alf,
were kept in  the stablesat the Gilbert
house. Henderson was operating a
steam plow on Section 9-17-I8 and was

But, Mr Gilbert approached Mr Hender-
son with a view to securing the place back
it is said. and Benderson offered to relin-
quish his right to the land for 10,000 on
on the original purchase price. This was
not satisfactory to Mr Gildert and he off-
ered $3,000, Although it is not ‘known
weather or not there was any trouble
over this portion of the bargain’ the gen-
eral understanding is that there was room
for a dispute and that some trouble might
very well have arisen,

DISSATISFIED WITH BARGAIN,

Tt is sald that Mr. Gilbert was dissatic-
fled with the bargain and was anxious
to again secure possession of land corner-
jng on the south-east of section 9 on
which Henderson was ploughing. This
was purchased six weeks or two months
axgo and the purchase price was $44,000
The first instalment was made at the
time the land was handed over and the
second was due within a day or two.

REGINA, Sask.,, Aug. 17.—After being
out for over an hour tonight, the jury
investigating the death of Bairett Hen-
derson, killed by Josiah Gilbert. a man 70
years old, brought in a verdict equivalent
to murdex In the first degree, us. follows,
“Barrett Henderson came to his death
Aug. 150n the farm on which Josiah
Gilbert was then living, from the charge
of a shotgun in the hands of Josiah Gilbert
done with felonious intent.”

The verdlct created a decided sensation
in the courtroom.
