The compensation would be
either in payment by the Domin_ |
ijon of an amount equivalent to|
that which was received in the
fiscal year ending nearest Dec. 31,
1940 or by the dominion servicing
the provinclal net debt for that
fiscal year, not including contri-
butions to sinking funds and less

ie amounts received from succes-
sion duties.

Special grants which have been
paid to most of the provinces by
annual vote of Parliament were
discontinued in the budget prov-
isions but provinces accepting the

taxation proposal might receive
special “fiscal-need subsidies,” in
addition to other compensation,

It is therefore obvious that it is
the citizen’s duty to practise the ut-
most economy in all respects,

Financial Aid

With increased work and produc-
tion, and the conservation of sup-
plies, the average citizen shouldd
automalically become richer, If the
citizen wishes to carry on his ut-
most effort, he can apply this
wealth either to loans or war funds
for the conduct of the war, or ny
increasing means within his power
to further increased production. lo
the average citizen, the only outlet
for real patriotism is placing this
extra wealth to the best use 1or war
effort by the purchase of war loan
and investing in war savings,

Teamwork And Preparation For
Forms of Defence

One of the outstanding features

of the war has been the teamwork
of the civilians of Great Britain, All
classes have thrown away class dis-
tinction and have placed themselves
at the dispcsal of authority for their
guidance and use in competing withd
the enemy all forms of passive ae-
fence, and to be prepared, if necess-
ary, for forms of more active de-
fence.
In this matter one must consider
what can be done first of all ‘n a
country before enemy action is dir-
ected offensively against it. Here we
must consider first preparation of
citizens to cbey oraers regarding
bégckouts and air raid precautions,
ete,

An air raid on an unprepared city
must always be much more dis-
astrous than a raid carried out on
a city wnere some preparation has |
been made beiorehand to combat
this menace. By night an eilicient
black-out is essential, ana to obta:n
this black-out rcgulations must be
issued to the orainary citizen, and
he must pe drilled in the obedience
oif hese regulations, Ciiizens musi
also be made to realise their duty
in blacking out their house¢s and in-
scruction m the means of blackout
should be given, i

In this respect, specimens can be
seen at the Airport of blackout
screens which can be constructsd
out of old cardboard cartons
packing case wocd at an aveiag
cost of 12 cents per screen for a
large window. t

In addition to the blackout and
the discipline of citizens in the
blackout, it is necessary to have an
crganised band of citizens who wail
aid in the administration of tals or=
ganization, These people should al-
so be trained in first aid work, fire
fighting, etc. In this respect again,
the more citizens who are given a
specific task to do, and know how o
do it, the less likely is panic to
spread when -disaster occurs. The
work of the A. R. P. is so compli-

1cated that it cannot be adequaiely

covered in a short speech of
descripiion, but I place it for ycur
consideration that such an organ-
isation should be considered ior
every vuinerable city or area. Citi-,
zens should also learn to watch and|
help. Any suspicious occurrent.e
should invariably be reported, and
any unusual thing, such as an air-
craft landing in a field, a ship going
into a strange piece of shove, efe.
should be reported. It is probably it
no importance whatever, but on the
other hand we do know that our
enemy has used all these methods
in_other countries,

We have already found activity
among air observer corps of uus
Island, and there is no doubt that
this corps is well organized and an
active body of people. Their work is
essential and important.

Secrecy

One great failing among all clivil-

say, among service sgzrsonnel too, is
the tendency to w that they
littie more than the other

one thing fits in with another, and
trained intelligence personnel will
build & true case from several ap-
parently trivial clues. This is partic-
ularly dangerous when it concerns
the movements of ships, aircraft, or
and there is no doubt what-
ever that some of the disasters in
the Atlantic Ocean last winter were
caused by careless speaking by
ple on ¥>oth sides of the Atlantic.
Eﬁomy own experience I have seen
two cases where evidence went to
show that ships were lost directly
through individuals speaking when
they should not have spoken, In
one case the result was the loss of a
troopsmfy, and the men who were
lost in it were the very men
whom the careless talk was traced
Never repeat service mafters or re-
ports of movements of troops ships,
or aircraft, to anybody, and stop
those people whom you hear talking
about these things. They are help-
ln§ the enemy, though perhaps un-
intentionally.

Cheerful Disposition

In spite of all this advice, it is
the dut¥ of overy citizen to show
a cheerful disposition. Even when
things look their worst, & smile and
joke will help things on their way,
and encourage fthe other fellow to
stand up and take it, The tendency
of many of us to feel extremely
elated when the war is goln% in our
favour, and immediately terribly de-
pressed when something seems to be
wrong, is bad. Whén things look
their worst, that is when we need to
be most cheerful, Whesn things are
at their best, they will take care of
themselves. All le—all of us—
should endeavour at least to appear
to take an optimistic view ife,
and to do our utmost to convince
ourselves and everybody else, even
when disaster appears, that victory
is certain anyway. Nobody is beaten
until they say they are beaten, and
we have not said that we are bea'-
en, and we do not intend to say that
we are beaten, and therefore we
have no reason to be anything PuL
cheerful, and we should keep other
people too.

She
was chartered by the Maritime
Commission to the United States
lines. The vessel was built in 1926
and was of 6850 tons dead weight.”
