He described 1its equipment as
“magnificent” and cited the Brit-
ish 17-pounder anti-tank .gun as
an example. It was superior in
every way to any anti-tank gun
the Germans had and this in-
cluded the enemy 83-mm. gun. He
warned against any “tendency to
decry” the British army’s weapons.

Canadian and British troops
were using this 17-pounder, said
Gen, Montgomery, and they think
it is “the cat’s whiskers.”

He had high praise for the sup-
porting punch of British and Am-
erican airmen in the break-
through,

“It was a most inspiring sight
for the soldiers on the ground to
see the might of the Allled Expedi-
tionary Air Force,” he said. “When
properly applied air power is de=
cisive. Yesterday's operation show-
ed just how air power should be
used.”

He lauded the infantrymen who,
he said, had an unspectacular role
but bear “the heat and burden of
battle in a way no other army
does, hut are the guts of the
whole thing and do their stuff all
day and all night.”
