In the European potato-growing countries the same difficulty was, ex:
perienced. ‘The farmers there ° co-operated  and “retdblished ~ plants
for potato desiccation or drying to take care of the lyrbh'la.’ Referring ‘0’
this, the report issued by the Department of Trade and Commerce, Ottawa,
says:—"The situation changed as soon as the: desiccation establishments be-
gan working. The farmer is no longer obliged to sell at any price, for the
reasonahle exaction of the price, which the general condition of the market
makes possible, can be insisted upon by the farmer, as the Desiccation Fac-
tories are always ready to buy up all the potatoes for which there is an ap-
propriate price offered.” The employment of desiccated potatoes as a stock
food is increasing without interruption.  The product has a good smell, a
bright and beautiful appearance, and because for its flaky propensity is called
potato flakes. The potato flakes by a refining process are converted into
potato meal and is then used for human consumption. It has unlimited du-
rability and does not deteriorate through continued storage. After thorough
investigation it has been established that dry potatoes as a stock food is ca-
pable of taking the place of corn, oats and barley.

For stock food chiefly Canada imported in 1912, 16, 000,000 bushels corn
valued at 9% million dollars; in 1913, 8,750,000 bushels corn valued at 6% mil-
lion dollars,

Large quantities of cotton seed meal are also brought in for stock food.
With our surplus. potatoes manufactured into stock food we would be able to
displace this imported corn to-a large extent in the Dominion markets.

CAPT. READ.

Capt. Read, continuing the subject of transportation said:

Premier Mathieson intimated to me that I would be expected to say some-
thing on the subject, and I agree very much with the last speaker. I be-
lieve that the Car Ferry is going to revolutionise the whole condition of things

fore will be solved more by the inauguration of the Car Ferry system than
by anytiing else that has been done or can be done. It is one of the good
reasons why this very meeting should be called. The revolution that will
take place in the province of Prince Edward Island as a result of the inaugura-
tion of the Car Ferry system is absolutely something that we can only guess
at; but it will be tremendous. ~ Already—as probably others of you are aware,
who are engaged in the same class of business as myself, the export of pro-
duce—the Dominion Government have put in what is known ‘as the “T™ tariff,”
‘which has practically eliminated the three short hauls, although I want to say
‘that as yet the water porton of it remains the same as heretofore, that is
to say, the Steam Navigation Company and the winter boats charge the same
“arbitraries” as they did before; but the freight rates from all points of
the province are practically the same for long hauls. ~ For instance, the treight
rate from Charlottetown, St. Dunstan’s, Milton, and in fact every station bet-
ween here and Summerslde, including the’ branch line to Cape Traverse,
are the same for carloads of all classes of goods to Montreal.. What is the
result? The farmers do 1ot know it yet, but it has enchanced the value of
every acre of land hetw,'eé.n here and Summerside, until to-day all that land,
acre for acre, is worth nearly as much as it is within the confines of Summer-
side or Charlottetown. Acre for acre—other things being equal, of course,—
the prices of product are quite the same out in the country as thev are in
Summerside and Charlotetown. The inauguration of the Car Ferry system,
therefore, is going to double the value of every acre of land in this province,
and the result will be that better returns will be secured by the farmers, be-
cause afier all the value of land is just what it will produce, just the earning
dividend that it will give. ‘{ And thus the great dift.cuitics that we have had
heretofore it this Leut7ul Island by the sea will e solved, as some of the
speakers have pointed out tonight. The Premier nimselt pointed out that na-
ture had done more for us than any other spot of equal size on the face of the
earth,—and it has. My friend the American Consul knows that a small State In
the Union, the State of Rhode Island, is not onehalf the size of Prince
Edward Island and.yet has a population of 500,000—one of the most prosperous
States of America. It is only one-half the size and not one-half as valuable
as far as land and fisheries are concerned; but it is what it is because it has
been connected with that great body known as the United States and has had
absolute free trade with it. 1 hope my children will see the day when the
province of Province of Prince Edward Island will have quite as large a popu-
lation, if not twice as large, as Rhode Island has got. Nature has done much
for us and we have everything here in this province that we caa desire.
When we get that transportation question settled—and I believe the Car
Ferry Is going to do it—we will have made a great move towards that end.
She is simply a marvel, and I have every hope that when she 18 put on the
Car Ferry service she will not miss three days in the whole winter. ' I want
to say that for the next month, or until the Car Ferry and the Stanley can
both run to Charlottetown, it is an absolute crime to ask the Government to
keep the Car Ferry running t Charlottetown. If the Car Ferry and Stanley
If ' they were
running to Georgetown, on Saturday they would both be in thelr ports.

ONE OF THE AUDIENCE: Why didn’t the Stanley get in on Saturday?

CAPT. READ: The Stanley left Georgetown at 7 o'clock in the morning;
the Car Ferry left Pictou at 7. There was no storm before 12 or 1 o'clock.
Both would have been in their ports if they ran together. The Car Ferry
is nearly twice the width of the Stanley. She had three times the power and
a bow propeller, There was no difficulty for the Car Ferry to be in port at 11
o'clock. ' She would have left a wide-open track for the Stanley, and she
would have been in Pictou early and would have had the last part of her trip
left open for her. / >
The carrying of mails and passengers is an important thing—and parti-
cularly mails. ‘We have not being getting.our mails regularly, and it is one
of the things we want to have assured. .

Apart from the question of the Car Ferry, there is another matter in re-
ference to transportation which I would like to see our Premier and Govern-
ment take up with the Trade and Commerce Department of the Dominion, and
that is the transportation questfon as it applies to Newfoundland—between
here and Newfoundland.” You Know, Mr. Premier the difficulties were so
great last year that we took it up too late, probably, But they are even great-
er this year.The difficulty of getting a steamer this year to carry on the tradebe
tween here and Newfoundland has been greater this year than last year, and it
geeml to me that it would be a very disastrous thing both for our province
and for Newfoundland. It would be a great thing for the United States, be-
cause the great importations of Newfoundland must of necessity ‘come from
somewhere, and they are going to come from New York if they do not come
trom Prince Edward Island and Montreal. If we do.not take steps to -have
thé boat call at our ports and Newfoundland it will be disagtrous for this
province. . I don’t know if you are aware, Mr. Premier and Mr, Chairman,
but as a matter of fact during the past six months there has been an -em-
bargo on the Intercolonial Railroad on exportssto Newfoundland on nearly.
avérything except perishable goods: probably two-thirds of the whble time.

THE PREMIER: That is a blockade rather than an embargo.

CAPTAIN READ: It is an embargo the result of a blockade. If we are
to keep up and maintain our Newfoundland trade it is going to be ahsolutely

i THE PUBLIC HEALTH

\ [ » v . n‘

As this meeting has been called to consider matters for the well help. of
the Province it is incumbent upon me as President of, the . «Charlottefown
Anti-Tuberculoss Society to request your indulgence for & review of kome facts
pertaining to the public health, with particular reference ta “Puberculosis which
is the greatest scourge, with which the country suffers. Being sensible that
the subjects considered on this occasion must necessarily be treated as briefly
as possible so that gll important matters may be introduced 1 am constrained
to confine my comments to as small a compass as the impertance of the subject
will permit.

While we realize the tremendous work for each and all to. do at this
critical time it is our aim to forward every good movement for the betterment
of our country and people and, as healthy citizens is the best asset the Prov-
ince or City can have, careful consideration should be given to this subject.
It in measuring the importance of our duties we ask ourselves what most con-
cerns the welfare of the whole people, the uniform answer is ‘l‘mlurally the pub-
lic health. Without health there can be no wealth, nor without health can we
take our share in suppressing the evils that are thrust upon us by the gods of
War at the present time. To know the efficient, economic and right way of °
work and to insure desirable results in lessening disease there must be con-
centration of effort and authority. To this end representatives from the Gov-
ernment, the City Council, and a public health association, might meet and
form a central council, which need not conflict with, but may be a part or the
whole of, the Public Health Department. A plan could be formulated by which
all agsociations, clubs or societies such as the Teachers’ Association, the Medi-
cal Society, the Ladies Club, the Gentlemen’s Club, the Board of Trade, Insur-
ance Socleties, the Board of Education and Fraternal Societies might be
brought together for the common interest of the public health,—there will
be mo dissent from the view that .the public health is of common interest.
Different phases of work could be apportioned to each Society and at stated
times they could co-relate their results through a delegate representative to
the central council. There are other details in this regard but details must not

this important occasion.

Much good work has been done by the Charlottetown Anti-Tuberculogis
Society in education along sanitary and hyglenic lines and in the relief of dis-
tress no matter from what sickness without regard for creed or matlonality,
but its special functions are to deal with Tuberculosis. This diseaseis of vast
significance to the Province and City and general public inasmuch as its victims
are often the most industrious and self respecting citizens of the community,
and the largest percentage of (deaths occur in the productive years of life. It
is authoritatively stated that 76 per cent of the deaths from this one disease
could be prevented, and that the eradication of tuberculosis would save on
an average at least twenty-four years for each person who now falls a victim,
There are many bravely fighting for their country who under: the old system
were supposed to be incurable but who are now valuable acquisitions to the
army because of the modern Sanitorium idea, It is estimated that a perfod
of three years is the term of disability in a fatal case of Consumption during .
which time the victim has not only lost his earning power but ‘in most cases
is a tax upon society; and who can measure the cost of human misery to the
family and friends? The loss to the community from the death of each ‘con-
aumptwe is estimated at $5,000, and the deaths in Canada number 7,000 - an-
nually which means an economic loss to the Dominion of thirty-five millions
of dollars: and-a-billion dollars is the estimated loss to the United States
from preventable tuberculosis in a year.

The philanthrophy of Hon. Charles Dalton in providing a Sanitorium
for the treatment of incipient cases of Tuberculosis, at the enormous . cost
of $60,000 places this Province under a deep debt of gratitude to the xeqei’ous
domor, and will be a lasting memorial to his patriotism. This institution is
completed and it is sincerely hoped that Mr. Dalton may enjoy many years to
witness the results of his generosity on behalf of the afflicted. But this insti-
tution provides solely for those in the initial stage of the -disease, and it de-
volves upon some other agency to provide for advanced cases. For the ad-
vanced cases among the poor there is a cottage in connection with the Provin-
'clal Infirmary where tuberculosis patients are segregated, and thig is an
encouraging initiative, but as a people we are far from being up to date 'fn
hygienic measures.
