Household Control
Of Cockroach Pest

Heated houses, particularl Tl
constructed buildings = in y mcg
loose-fitting woodwork and cracks
and crevices abound, are liable to
infestation by cockroaches and other
household insects all the year
round. Cockroaches are frequently
abundant in apartment houses,
hotels, stores, dwelling houses, and
in short, in any bullding where
there are warm, - moist 'conditions
and espec'ally where thorough
house-cleaning methods are not ad-
opted in every section of the estab-
lishment. The insects remain hid-
den during the day in cracks in
the walls and floors, and emerge at
night to prowl about in search of
food. Cockroaches will eat anything
eatab’e, but are particularly fond of
foodstuffs favoured by man. On this
account they are most numerous
around kitchens and pantries where
food is read'ly accessible. The most
prevalent species in Canada is the
German cockroach.

Cockroaches may be readily con-
trolled by means of sodium fluoride
which may be obtained from any
drugstore. The fluoride should be
dusted in places frequented by the
roaches, such as sinks, baseboards,
cupboards ,and hot water pipes. The
material adheres to the legs and
ant of the i and in
cleaning themselves they are pols-
oned by it. Sod'um fluoride retains
its effectiveness and may be left un-
disturbed 2s long as convenlent or
unt'l the rcaches have disappeared,
but precautions must be taken to
prevent children and domestic pets
galning access to the material be-
cause it Is somewhat poisonous. Two
other materials which form the
basis of many propr'etory powders
which are often recommended are
pyrethrum and borax.

American Companies Sued

Patent

(By The Associated Press)

NEW YORK, Jan. 13—Spokes-
men for the Gaumont British
Picture Corporation, whose subsid-
fary, British Acoustic Films Ltd.,
has begun patent infringement
litigation against two leading mak-
ers and distributors of American
sound film mechanism, today said
the outcome might affect virtually
every motion picture theatre in
North America.

The American defendants named
in the action filed yesterday in
federal district court at Wilming-
ton, Del., were the RCA Manufac-
turing Company, a subsidiary of
the Radio Corporation of America,
and the Electrical Research Pro-
ducts Inc.,, wholly controlled affil-
iate of the Western Electric Com-
pany.

While no statement of damages
accompanied the yesterday's plea
for an injunction, local spokesmen
for the British interests said be-
tween $10,000,000 and $20,000,000

The complaints, they said, were
based on two patents. The first,
a “device for feeding acoustic film
at constant speed,” was issued by
the United States patent office to
Arnold Poulsen and Alex Carlgeorg
Petersen in 1926,

A second patent was issued in
1035 to Poulsen alone and both, |
Gaumont spokesmen alleged, sub-
sequently were assigned to the Bri-
tish acoustic films. Despite this
they said, the two American firms
used the patented features on their
mechanism.

Attorneys for both the RCA
Manufacturing Company and the
Electrical Research Products Com-
pany expressed surprise at the
action and declared it would be
necessary for them to study the
complaints before discussing them

Gaumont spokesmen declared

tragedy and comedy with interest
keen and app'ause divided about
equally.

Victor Payne Jennings, sponsor
of the so-called “privilege-ticket”
movement, is cast in the principal

' role. The rest of the cast consists

of a group of influential West-
End theatre managers and a mix-
ed chorus in support.

The curtain went up on the
first act, devoted to the romantic
delineation of the %cheme evolved
by Jennings, Imbued with the
idea that the better plays were be-
yond the financial reach of the
vast majority of would-be theatre-
goers, Jennings formed a club,
with a membership charge of two
shillings, six pence (63 cents).
Membership carrles with it a
privilege-ticket, which entitles the
holder to purchase two tickets for

. the price of one at selected

theatres.

Since Inauguration of the
scheme, Jennings fays 150,000 have
become affi'lated with the c'ub
and betwesn 130 and 140 shows
have fallen in line with the plan.

The play Jennings

ducing actors’ salaries and dis-
missing members of the original
casts when receipts began falling.
Some of the theatres countered
the movement with placards say-
ing: “This show can't be seen
anywhere else at cut-rates.”

W. J. O'Bryen, one of the man-
agers, declared the system pro-
posal falsely encouraged theatre-
goers to wait until a play could be
seen at cheap rates, “In the second
place,” he added, -“it antagonizes
people who pay the full price, only
to find they have paid twice as
much as those in the adjoining
seats”

Gllbert Miller, another noted
producer, turned thumbs down on
Jennings’ plan. “I'm afraid the
prefit-sharing part of the offer
would be an empty one.” Cost of
play production, he said, had scar-
ed through the years, while prices
of tickets remained constant
Some managers . estimated a 200-
per-cent higher out'ay to get a
production on the boards today
than it did 10 years ago.

Mr. Miller pointed out that “Sil-
ent Knight” his play in rhymed
verse had falled to attract custo-
mers to 8t. James's Theatre al-
though it had cost him nearly
£400 (82,0000 a week more to stage
than “The Last of Mrs, Cheyney,”
with Gladys Cooper and Gerald
du Maurier in the cast. “How can
I cut prices?” Miller atked.

Flora Robson, appearing in the
current success “Autumn,” at the
8t. Martin's, has played under the
two-for-one system but
she'll never do it again. Con-
ditions were far below the stand-
ard expected. But Jennings says
he Isn't worrying about boycotts.
“I am primarily interested in
helping the theatre business and
if necessary will take the risk of
original productions, which I'm
accused of not darlng to face.

Wheat Situation
Reviewed In Brief:

Over two hundred thousand far-
mers in Weitern Canada will be
seeding - wheat next spring. Whule
the chief concern of many will be
the possible weather conditions of
the succeeding four or five months,
these farmers will all be vitally in-
terested in the market possibilities
for the 1938 crop. The market for
wheat is influenced by many fac-
tors and these are all given care-
ful consideration in the preparation
of the grain section of the Agricul-
tural Situation and Outlook for193s,
prepared by . the Dominion De-
partments of Agriculture and of
Trade and Commerce,

World wheat production in 1937
was moderately larger than that of
the previous year, but this increase
Wwas approximately offset by g re-
duction in world stocks at®the be-
ginning of the crop year. The dis.
tribution of the 1937 crop, however,
was such that the importing coun-
tries had a. more adequate supply
and consequently world trade in
wheat is expected to be lower in
1937-38 than was the cae in 1036.
37 when 605 million bushels moved
in international trade. The United
Kingdom is the largest market for
Canadian wheat and this year, it s
expected that Belgium, Germany,

declares |

Holland and France will also be im.
porters of substantial quantities.

The market for Canadian wheat
has been built up on g quality basis
and on continuity of supply, hence
it is vital to the interests of Oana-
da to have at least 200 million bu-
shels of wheat available for export
in each orop year, in order that the
advantage of existing markets may
be realized. In the present crop
year, the 1937 crop of 1825 millioa
bushels along with a carryover from
the previous crop year of 327
million bu-hels, leaves Canada with
a supply of only 215 milllon busheis
of wheat. Out of this supply, about
100 million bushels will be needed
for domestic pequirements and with
a minimum carryover of 30 million
bushels, a maximum of 85 million
hushels are avallable for export
during the current season. Thig a-
mount falls regrettably short of the
volume of Canadian wheat that im.
porting countries have been will-
ing to take even in the years of low
world import demand. In view of
the low carryover which will be a-
vailable on August 1, 1938, it would
appear that the probable crop on a
wheat, acreage similar to that sown
in 1937 could be absorbed without
difficulty.

All phases of the wheat situation,
as well as that of all major farm
enterprises are discus ed in the
Agricultural Situation and Outlook
for 1938. Covles are avallable fres
from the Publicity and Extension
Branch, Department of Agrictiture,
Ottawa.

A New High
In Northern
Transportation

OTTAWA, Jan. 13— Trans por-
tation activitles in the North West
Territories of Canada reached a
new high during 1937, when the
four principal transportation Com-
panies, using steam and diesel-pow-
ered boats and tugs, scows and
barges, carried approximately 23,
020 tons of freight from and to
Waterways, Alberta, the end of
steel. In addition the two main air
transportation oompandes thandled
approximately an additional 600
tons, cairying freight, supplies and
men to and from remote areas. Due
to increased mining activities the |
transportation companies are look-
ing forward to an even . heavier
movement during 1938.

An- important addition to the
transportation facilities of the North
during 1937 was the launching of
the Diesel-powered steel boats—
Radium Queen and Radium King
on the MacKenzie River route, ‘These
tugs, bullt at Sorel, Quebec, were
moved by rail in sections across the
continent to Edmonton, then north.
They were reassembled launched at
Waterwayg and Fort Smith.

Another noteworthy develope-
ment in northern transportation was
the construction of an eight and a
half mile pipeline with storage
tanks to overcome the bar to navi-
gation at St. Oharles rapidg on
Great Bear River. This is helleved
to be the world’s farthest north
pipeline. In addition a fleet of tan-
ker barges were constructed at Fort
Smith to facilitate the ‘movement
of ofl between the wells fifty miles
below Norman and the several con=-
suming points. Oll during the sum-
mer months now moves on regular
schedule to Eldorado on Great Bear
Lake, and to Yellowknife Bay and
Gordon Lake areas in th: GCreat
Slave Lake district.

Another forward step which will
speed up the movement of heavy
frelght was the completion of a
winter traotor road from Yellow-
knife Bay during the water nevi-
gation season, freight and supplies
are re-shipped a distance of sevety.
five miles by tractor at a much
cheaper rate than the former me-
thod of aerial transportation coulda
afford,

The airplane continues to play an
important part .in the develope-
ment of the Canadian Northwe t.
Many areas once almost inaccessible
are now within a few. hours flying
time from large centres of popu-
jation, and fleetg of modern-type
aircraft equipped with skis in win-
ter and pontoons in summer pro=
vide rapid mail, frelght and pas-
senger cervice. Practically all of the
areraft ave equipped with heat-
ing systeme designed for exireme-
1y low temmeratures and are cana-
Mle of a eriisna coeed of 180 miles
an hour. The number of airplanas
in service during 1037 is reported fe
varyine from 18 to 20 overatin”
from Prince Albert, Fdmonton and
Tort MoMurray. and indleations are
that thie number will' be increased

during 1038.
