ADEQUATE PROTECTION

Followena and defenders of the
fads of Mr, Crerar and Mr. Mac:
Kenzie King profess.to be unable
to understand what is meant by the
words “adeguate protection for
Canadian , industries”.  Yet the
words ars simple and plain enough
to be understood by any person of
ordinary intelligence and the doubt
expressed is not complimentary to

. the objectors, who in expressing it

merely take shelter under the con-
tession of their own dullness.

iAdequate protection means
obviously such protection by the
customs tariff as will secure the
limne market for their products to
our farmers , our lumbermen and
millmen, our manufacturers, fish.
ermen and miners. Such profecl-
tion must not he prohibitive, for iu
tion must not be:prohibitive, for in
that case no revenue would be
produced and our present customs
ravenue is sorely needed to provide
fort the interest on our huge war
debt and the pensions and other
provisions for returned soldiers.
Nor must the tariff be so high as
to shut out reasonable competition,
create oppressive monopolies, or
give undue advantages to one in-
dustry over another.

The object of adequate protection
is to afford constant and increasing
employmennt ' to labor in all th.
llnes of useful activity within the
Dominions t6 keep all our people
profitably employed in productive
industry at home; to encourage the
investment of outside capital in
Canadian entarpriséul to " the end
that our patural resources shall be
developed, our population increas-
€d, our present very large home
market enlarged and sécured. The
National Policy adopted over forty
years ago and since maintained
continnously by both parties in
Canada has prod'uced splendid re-
gnlts along these lines which are
apparent on every hand.

To meet changing conditions,
and notably the sweeping changes
