2 teaspoons baking powder
2 teaspoons sugar

1 teaspoon salt

1 cup finely chopped onion

3 tablespoon shortening

1 egg. )

Add the baking powder, sugar
and salt to the sifted flour. Lightly
fry the onions in t{e sportening,
Beat the egg in a large niixing bowl
and add the onions and the milk.
Mix well. Add the flour mixture, |
beating only enough to blend. Drop
by spoonfuls on a hot, slightly |
greased griddle. Turn cakes when
the bubbles break. Fry until golden
~brown, Makes about a dozen four-
inch cakes.

For those special occasions when
your daughter or son in the armed
forces come home on leave or when
it's junior’s birthday here is a cara-
mel pudding from Iaura Pepper,
chief of the consumer gection, de-
partment of agriculture, that will
iill the bill without using too much
of your sugar ration:
Melt half cup brown sugar in a
heavy saucepan, stirring constantly
until it turns a rich caramel shade.
Carefully add 1-4 cup boiling water.
Simmer and stir three minutes.
Scald 1 1-2 cups milk in top of
double boiler. Mix four tablespoons
cornstarch, 1-8-teasnoon galt and 1-2
cold milk. Add to hot milk and stir
until thickened. Add caramel, cook
30 minutes. Add 1 egg well-beaten
and cook three minutes longer, stir-
ring constantly. Remove from fire,
and 1-2 teaspoon vanilla. Chill well
before serving.
