As the French vessels' took up their
anchorage parallel with the line of British
warships, all of which were manned and
dressed, they fired 4 royal salute in honor
of Kin;i Edward, whose standard was fly-
ing from the royal yacht Victoria and Al-
bert. The mass of spectators ashore and
afloat gave the heartiest greeting to their
neighbors from across the channel.
