DR, OSLER DECLARES CXFORD IS

AMERICAN STANDARD,

BALTIMORE, Md., Jan. 25.—That Dr.
William Osler is of the opinion that Ox-
ford University is mot up to the high
standard of such ' institutions as Johns
Hopkins Hospital and others of  its kind
in Awmerica, and that Oxford cannot be
a great medical centre, is the sense of
an address of the Doctor to the medical
and chirurgical faculty of Maryland ‘Dr,
Osler states;

““The university is now fairly well
equipped for medical = courses. There
are now two things lacking to make
the schuol complete, and they are a
pharmuceutical institute and an institute
of hygiene, and it is to be hoped that
they will be secured at an early date,”

Of the methods of teaching Dr. Osler
said:

*“I'here is very little lecu'xrlng done at
Oxford. A student may pass through an
entire course and never hear a single
lecture. There is no boring to death
with lectures, The teaching is largely
by tutoring, the student belng in the
charge of a special instructor, which, I
think, is an admirable system,

As to the question of the degree, Dr.
Osler said he is inclined to favor the
attitude toward it that exists generally
in American institutions, where more
is thought of the kind of work a wman
does than of his examinations,
