LONDON, Nov. 20.—Australia, es-
ecially New South Wales, is suffer-
ing the most devastating drought since
yhite men have resided in that coun-
try, even the drought of 1902 being
surpassed. According to a Sydney des-
patch to the Daily Mail, stock and
crops have been destroyed, and it is

doubtfu! whether there will be enough
seed wheat for next season’s sowing.
Hundreds and perhaps thousands of
settlers have been ruined.

Northwestern New South Wales is
described as a desert, being stripped
of everything green. Paddocks are
littered with the skeletons of cattle
and even rabbits are dying in vast
numbers.

“Market conditions in ther Fur Busi-
ness” was the subject of an address |
by Mr. W. Chester 8.

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen:—

Ater dinner speaking is not my spec-
jlty. Some two years ago I was ask-
ed to speak at a similiar luncheon and
at that time I prepared to the best
of my knowledge an exact condition
of where our industry was at. That
it had some impression .was gratify-
ing to me. For if you will remember
after placing before the Rotarians the
exact standing of our organization you
took the matter up and appointed a
committee to investigate conditions.
That committee met once with myself,
and whether they reported to you.or
not 1 'do not know.

On this occasion I want you' to de-
finitely understand that I am not com-
ing to you with any idea of Jlooking
for your support in any way. [ am
only coming to give you'a short talk
on conditiong ag they appeal to me.
You are under no obligation to ac-
‘cept anything, and still you have the
right to criticise to your heart’s con-
tent,

We all know the new enthusiasm
that was aroused in our industry this
year. You are conversant with the
facts of what our industry is. You
know the revenue it is producing. You
also know what the future of this In-
dustry can be ‘made to assume, and
the question that comes up to us all
is can it be made profitable to our-
selves. For after all we are living
in an age of not self-denfal, but en-
tirely an age with the denial extracted
leaving it self.
