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ST. JOHN'S GOSPEL

One of the early Christian fath-
ers, Clement of Alexandria, spoke
of the fourth Gospel as & “spintual
Gospel”, written after the others,
to make plain the'inner meaning
of those facts of the Lord’s life
which the previous evangelists had
narrated without attention to more
than their “bodily” character, What
he had in mind was the distinction
between a plain record of _events
and an interpretation which dis-
closed their real nature and pur-
pose. hile, in this respect, he
exaggerated the difference between
the first three and the fourth Gos-
pel he did not invent it.

It is ap error to suppose that the
Gospel is a literary exposition of
the teaching concerning the Logos,
which 1s given in the opening
verses of what is generally called
the Prologue. There was what may
be called a Logos doctrine in Greek
philosophy, and it is_quite reason-
a.bl: to hold that the evangelist
knéw of it and made his own use
of it. But he did so, not in order
to suggest that the Christian Gos-
pel was a form of Greek philoso-
phy, but to make it as clear as pos=
sible that whatever men had had
in mind when they had written of
the Logos as the divine and crea-
tive reason or word had come to
pass in the life of Jesus. The cul-
minating verse of the Prologue
“And the Logos was made {flesh
and dwelt among us” is the intro-
duction to the history. It is the
verse which makes precise discrim
fnation between Christlans and
those Greek philosophers who
would say about the Logos so much
that agreed with what Christians
belleved, but had never taken the
final all-important step. The Gos-
pel according to St. John is the
Gospel of the full revelation of the
meaning of the life of Jesus. What
the evangelist saw, that he reveal-
ed: and what he saw was the
manifestation of the divine glory
in the events of that life, including
the Cross. This is the special con-
tribution that he makes the
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understanding of the Gospel hist-
ory.

The Gospel of the revelation of
the divine glory is ‘also the -
pel of the enrichment of human
life through the presence of Jesus
in it, through what He did and
continues to do. “Life” is one of

The
divinity in Jesus is reaffirmed from
age to age as the Church points to
Him as the One to whom men can
turn from all the idols that are the
source of decav and destruction,
and find in Him life more abund-
antly.

Preaching last evening on the
text “When they were avgake, they
saw His glory” (St. Luke 9: 32), the
minister, the Rev, T.H. Bussell
Somers, said: It is part of God's
discipline with us Fn the years,
that the years should waken us to
see glories which once we missed.
The value of a college education
is not the amount of raw knowe
ledge which it gives us, There are
men whose minds are amezing)
full of facts, yet no one could call
them truly cultured men. And
there are others who have compar~
atively few facts at their com=
mand, yet you instinctively recoge
nize that they are educated. For
t-ue education is not meant to
store us; true education is intended
to awaken us; and the joy of the
truly educated man is no poor
ride in his superior knowledge;
t is that he has been so wakene
that in every realm and sphere he
can see glories unobserved before.
Now if this be true of our schools
and of our colleges, do you not
think it holds also of God's edu-
cation? It is a truth we should
ever keep clear before us. There
are mysteries in life’s discipline
we cannot fathom; there are
strange ‘happeénings that have
baffled every thinker; but at least
we know that the change and the
stress of years, and the joys they
bring with them, and their losses
and gains, waken wus, perhaps
rudely, out of many a dream, and
show us glories which once we
never saw. I do not think that the
man who has never been poor wil
be quick to see the heroisms J
quiet poverty. I do not think that
he who is always strong can ever
aﬁpreciate at its full moral value
the dauntles cheerfulness of the
racked invalid.

You must have known tempta-
tion as your friend has, to know
his magnificent courage and stead-
fastness in resisting. To the man
who never loved, love is Inscrut-
able, 8o the Almighty, in whose
hands we are, disciplines us
through the deepening of the
years, wakes us by change, by love,
by sorrow, by temptation, until
the vells are rent that shrouded
other hearts. And we say of hum-
anity what these three sald of
Christ: “When we were awake,
we saw His glory.” But the dcep=-
est Lnterfretadon of the text is
not of this world. It will come to
its crown of meanin}z in eternity.
It is then that out of the sleep of
life we shall awaken, and we shall
be satistied when we awake, We
shall see the glory of goodness
and of truth then, as we never
saw it in our brightest hours, We
shal]l see the glory of having kunt
struggling, when every voice
was bidding us give in. We shall
see the glory of the love we once
despised, of insignificant and un-
rewarded lives, of the silence that
shleldel and the speech that
cheered. We shall see the glory of
Christ in God. We are heavy with
sleep here, even at our best. It is
going to take the touch of death
to waken us. But when you and I
waken in the eternal morning, I
