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Farm Rehabilition

= gdsewhere on this page appears a letter from

Mr. H, K. S. Hemming, enunciating the policy
of the Campbell Government with regard to its
farm rehabilitation  scheme, Mr. Hemming is
not a member either of the Governmeht or the
Legislature but he states that the plan he out-
lines is the one “which our Government pro-
poses to Inaugurate.”

That being the case, it is strange it was not
revealed either in the legislation passed at the

" last session or in the speeches of Government

candidates in the election campaign.

The outstanding feature of the legislation,
which is all the official information before the
vests  practically  unlimited

As Mr. Wade Hughes pointed out in the House,
it empowers the Government to do “nearly
everything”, including the spending of an un-
limited amount of money. Mr. Hughes also

complained that it was brought down so late in

the session as to preclude any intelligent dis-
cussion on the floor of the House.

When pressed for details of the specific na-
ture given by Mr. Hemming in today’s letter,
Premicr Campbell told his legislative followers

that these could not be formulated until a sur-
vey was made. The virtue of the scheme was
its “elasticitv.” The hill, he said,, was “drafted
I such U way as ot o provide for any stereo
typed plin.”

_ Mr. Hemming seems to be under a different
impression,

Let us hope, at any rate, that he is correct in
stating that control of the plan will be “entrust-
ed to a non-partisan Commission.” If this is the
case, it will be in direct opposition to the Camp-
bell Government's policy in other respects, which
is to keep political control over all matters of
government expenditute and administration. In-
stead of a non-partisan, or even a partisan,
Cammission in charge of fishermen’s loans we
have, under the Campbell Government, a board
composed solely of active Liberal politicians,
who exploited their jobs unscrupulously for the
purpose of re-electing themselves to office. In-
stead of Commission administration of the Pro-
hibition Act we have administration vested sole-
Iy in Premier Campbell, Even where a Com-
mission was appointed, as in the land expropri-
ation cases, it was shorn of all authority and the
right of access to the Law Courts invaded as
well. Premier Campbell has frequently denoun-
ced Commipsion administration as being incom-

patible with his ideas of responsible government.
Mr. Hemming must excuse us, therefore, if we
still have our doubts as to the “non-partisan”

nature and independence of action of any Com-
mission which the Campbell Government is
likely to set up in administering farm rehabil-
1tation. .

As for soliciting The Guardian’s support of
the principle of this scheme, our correspondent
is surely not unmindful that this paper was the
first to urge its importance upon the Govern-
ment. We are as desirous as he is of seeing it
brought to proper fruition. The difficulty hac
heen to ascertain what the Government’s policy
really is, apart from the political aspect which
was sufficiently obvious in their election cam-
‘paign appeal. We are now confronted with an-
other difficulty, that of reconciling Mr. Hem-
ming’s statement of Government policy with the
statements of the Government leader and mem-
bers tiemselves, with the nature of the legis-
lation they introduced, and with their general
attitude of antagonism towards mnon-partisan
control over anything of which it has been pos-
sible for them to make a political football.

Bungling Fishery Legislation

Both in the lower and upper houses of Parlia-
ment the King Government bill for the bonusing
of the salt fish export business has been sub-
jected to telling and constructive criticism, The
<hjections have come from both Liberal and
' Conservatives, and are directed, not against the
principle of assisting the industry but of safe~
guarding the intcrests of the men primarily con-
cerned, namely, the fishermen. In the Senate
the bill was sent back to the banking com-
miittee to be redrafted so that whatever bohus
8 given will reach the fishermen and not the
middlemen, :

In the Commons the question was raised as to
why, if it was the object to help the fishing in-
austry of the Maritimes, provision was not made
for Lonusing fresh as well as salt fish. Modern
transportation developments,  including  air-
planes, favour the development of the fresh
fish industry, and this has been accentuated by
the comparatively recent discovery of a method

freezing fresh fish which makes it greatly

erior o the ofd system. The whole trend of
A€ business indicates that we are progressing
{towards the handling of more and more fresh
Hish and the establishment of a fresh fish mat-
ket Why should not power be given to the
‘board to be appointed under this legislation, to
difeal with fresh fish? A resolution to. this effect,
pnoved by Mr. Neill, was ruled out. of order,
(A stronig eritic of the bill was Mr, R, E. Finn,
tone of the Liberal members for Halifax, who

“To a
measure suposedly of the importance of this
bill as introduced,” he stated, “there should’ be
some finality, and there is no more finality in
any one section than there is assurance ‘that if
we were all to pass out now we should enter
the Golden Gate.”

Air Transportation

Mr. Denton Massey M. P., has congratulated
the Hon. Mr. Howe on the progress the uir-
lines are making. The Minister of Transport, as
most people are aware, has official responsibil®
1y over Trans-Canada Airlines and there iy
m:iden(‘e that he is discharging that responsibility
with a vigor and with a success that do not al-
ways characterize the promotion of a business
enterprise by the political head of a department
of Government. The House learned from Mr.
Howe that landing fields for Trans-Canada Air-
lines have been completed up to a satisfactory
standard from Vancouver to Montreal and To-
ronto, also that the radio beam has been com-
pleted for the same distance, the equipment be-

ing the most modern so far installed. The wea-
ther service is in operation and at a high level of
efficiency. The mail service by air cotmmenced

on regular schedule on Marehh 1 and (he pas-
senger service a month later, the last report
showing an efficiency of 99.2 percent of
scheduled trips completed,

Some thirteen hundred pounds of air mail are
being transported daily and passenger traffic
“has spectacularly exceeded expectations.” As u
matter of fact there is not space available for
all who wish to travel by Trans-Camada Air-
lides. There has been a surprising amount of
fong haul business and under present condi-
tions it would profit the service if another plane
were available,

The service is now being extended to the
Maritime Provinces, with landing fields and
beams provided at Moncton, Blissville and
Megantic, while the municipal airports at Char-
lottetown, New Glasgow and Halifax are be-
ing improved, Trans-Canada are also planning
a direct Montreal-Ottawa-Toronto service
which will soon make connections at Detroit
and Buffalo. Five additional Lockheeds are un-
der order and will be put into the service as
soon as delivered, probably in July.

In one of his lectures recently
delivered in Toronto Earl Bald-

I attended
the first private meeting in Mont-
Teal at which the plan was discuss-
ed and offended my friends by
stating that, without ~instruction,
thousands of misfits would result.
Personally I am surprised that al-
most 40 per cent of the farmers
have remained on the land and can
only suppose that most of them had
had previous farming experience.

Let me mention some of the chief
feature: of the proposed rehabilit-
ation plan.

1. The control of the plan will be
entrusted to a non-partizan com-
missicn. co wnoced of men of ¢X-
perience and integrity.

2. The commisson will be an in-
corporated body and will issue de-
bentures guaranteed by the Domin=
lon Government, the proceeds from
which will be utilized in making
necessary improvements to farms.
These debentures will be subject to
a sinking fund.

3. The commission will appoint a

neral manager and a secretary=-
reasurer, also farm supervisors for
each district. Each supervisor will

have charge of about 50 farms.
These supervisors wil be agricul-
tural college graduates, with some

years of farming experience to their
credit.

4. On an application for assist-
ance, a survey of the farm will be
prepared mvmg in  detail the im-
provements an: addilions requircd
with their estimated cost.

5. If the character and hablts of
the applicant farmer are deemed
satisfactory he will be expected to
&ij an agreement undertaking to
mﬁw closelﬁ,‘sunder penalty of for-
feiture, the instruction given to him

by his supervisor.

6. The commission will have buy-
ng and selllnﬁl departments, thus
ensuring that the farmers being as-
sisted will obtain their requirements
at the lowest cost and that their
roducts will be marketed to the
advsntage.

7. In addition to the 5 per cent
interest on the moneys loaned, the
farmers will pay 2 per cent annually
on account of principal. On this
basis the loans will be paid in full
in 25 years.

8. All existing mortgages wil be
taken over by the commission by ar-
rangement with the mortgagees.

A point of vital significance is
that in most cases the farmer, under
the rehabilitat on plan, is not plac-
ed in curroundings entirely new to
him, as was the case with the re-
turned soldiers, bur remains on a
farm with every foot of which he
is familiar.
