Italy,
it says, is resisting and will reeist, but
she must have aseistance, and that, in!
certain lines in order to be effective,!
as without grain and coal, ubum]antly}
supplied, she cannot win.

The newspaper declaree that Italy's
bread question has never been under-
stood abroad. Her population, it
points out, lives largely upon bread,
and zhe needs 17,000,000 quarters ot
wheat to supply this demand. It also
urges that 100000 tons of shipping in
addition to the present supply is not
enough.

“It ig time that the Allies quit mak-
ing such mistakes as at the Dardan-
elleg and in the Balkans,” it adds,
“and finally understands the import-
ance ol Italy’s front.”

Alludging to the sariousness of the
threat against Italy, David Lubin, re-
presentative of the United States, at
the International Institute of Agricul-
ture, said today:
