Benefit Payments

OTTAWA, Feb. 6—(CP) — Can-
ada's growing unemployment prob-
lem was reflected in unemployment
insurance benefit payment figures
issued today by the Bureau of Sta-
tistics,

The Government pald out $7,181,-
001 during December, 1949, com-
pared with $5,048373 in November
and $3.502,165 in December, 1948.
The Bureau reported that claims
for unemployment insurance last
December rose to 150,480, an in-
crease of 26,591 over November and
up 36,974 from the December, 1948,
figure of 114,506.

All Provinces except , Prince
Edward Island reported increas-
ed claims. Claims in Prince Ed-
ward Island fell from 981 in
December, 1948, to 964, . while
Quebec’s total increased from
36,029 to 50.494.

Claims recorded in other Mari-
time Provinces (December, 1948, flg-
ures in brackets):

Nova Scotia 8168 (6,442); New
