The  Diocese was greatly under-
staffed, ' His Lordship emphasized,
and such an organization would be
of 'vital assistance to “our larger
parishes in towns or cities,” which
“could with great profit to them-
selves and the diocese as a whole,
use an assistant or curate.”

The "group, he said, should be
specifically trained and its members
would “for a period of years ive in
a central home under rule and dis-
cipline.”
