Ontario Lead
In Gold Output

OTTAWA, Canada, Ontarlo
maintained its position as Canada’s
chief gold-p.oducing ‘vaince in
1940 contributing gold valued at
$125,700,000, or about 61 per cent of
the Dominion total, This compares
with $111,5000 000 in 1939, and
biings the aggregate total yielded
by Ontario mines up until the end
of 1940 to approximately $1,171700,
000 almost one-half of which re-
presents the value of the province's
output for the past five years.

Ice Storage
On The Farm

The storing of ice is often referr-
to as one of the luxurie of farm
lite, but it is much mcre a neces-
sity than a luxury on most farms.
A sufficient supply of ice will not
only keep milk and other foods in
good condition, but will actuallv
save enougn food from spoiling to
make it pay.

- On many farms where a perman-
ent ice house hag not to be built
advantage can be taken of some un-
used space for ice storage. There
are cases where ice been stor-
ed in a coiner of the barn, in un-
used cellars, in empty silos, vege-
table storehouses dry wells, etc, In
any type of slorage. that thres es-
sentlals must be remembered—
o , ventilation and insula-

on,
There are three types of ice stor-
age in use. The first is where it is
stored 'entirely under ground, like
in a cistern or pit; the second type
is where the storage is partly under
ground and partly ebove, like a
cellar with a roof over it; and the
t.hhdl type_is where the house is
‘ent.rely above ground. It mus; be
| remembered that the ice in the un-
der ground pit or cistern must be
insulated against the heat of the
earth in the same way as the ice
that is stored above ground must
be insulated against the heat of the
air and special care must be taken
in_the drainage of such storage.

In localities where the expense of
harvesting ice is an important fac-
tor, more attention should be paid
to the type of building constructed
then where ice can be stored at
slight expense. The house that is
carefully built with tight inculated
walls will cost more to construct,
but it will represent a saving of ice
each year. The same care in pack-
ing does not have to be observed
in the house that is well built.

To prevent the loe from melting
is the big problem in ice storage.
Insulation is the greatest considera-
tion, There is no material known
that will prevent all heat from pas-
sing through walls. Some materials
are more efficient than others and
{kewise some materials are more
expensive than others. The matter
of esonomy and efficienoy must be
considered In the selection of anv
inculating material. Common mat-
erials that are easily obtained are
wood shavings and saw dust. These
materials must be perfectly dry to

. A tight double wall with
layer of heavy buiding paper be-
tween and filled with shavings or
saw dust will prove satisfactory.

In some localities one will find
the pit type of house in ccmmon
use. Whe e a location can be se-
cured so it can be properly drained,
it is quite satisfactory. The space
al can be utilized, where a tem-
poray floor is put in; for storing
n{mt machery. These pits are usually
icircular in shape and lined with one
layer of brick on edge. In localities
I where there is llttle likeihood of
caving they are simply plastered
with cement mortar. Ice will usually
keep better when oarefully packed
in this type of house than when
above ground, but it ig more incon-
venient to get the ice out for use.

Where ice is stored in a shed or
a house where the walls are s'mply
boxed up, much more care must Ye
tiken in packlntﬂ Any material that
will hold air without circulating will
make good ioe packing. Straw is of-
ten used, and while it is not as good
an insulting material as some sub-
stances it is common to many
farmers Where other materials are
not availabl. Sawdust and wood
shavings are very good packing mat.

In jce, put a layer of in-
sulating material on the floor and &
layer eight to 12 inches tick between
the ice and walls, The ice should al-
ways be packed as solidly as pos-
slbfa with the least amount of air
space. Cover the ice with a thick
layer of straw or other insulating
material.

Toba however, Is the best known
because it was here that Kokichi

oto, one of Japan's I
sclenaists developed the famous
culture pearl. Now at the ripe age of
83, he takes pleasure in showing
visitors h's laborotories, work-rooms
and fishing grounds.

He likes to recall how he began
his culture pearl experiments half
a century ago in spite of the sage
advice of friends who thought he was
wasting his time in opposition to
the best sc'entific theories of the
day and despite the fact that he
had very little money.

By 1833 he had produced his first
culture pearls, but they were only
half-pearls or “blisters.” It was not
until 1913, twenty years later, that
he was able to grow perfectly spher-
ical pearls. His achievement created
a sensation among the scientists
and jewellers of the world

It takes nine yeors to prcduce a
perfect specimen. The latrvae of the
oyster ate collected and planted in
specially perpared grounds, and
there they remain for three years
when they attain a diameter of about
three inches.

At the end of this period the
young oysters are brought up fiom
the Yottom by trained Japanese
Working in
groups of five or six, they plunge
into ) green transluceat waler,
collect the oysters in hand nets and
bring them to the surface, where
they are deposited in floating tubs.
