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Nazi Plotting In Amerjcas
From Panama comes news that the Nazis are

attempting a wa‘en of terfr and blackmail

in the countrics of \merica which have
comparatively larg nman populations.  Ger-
man residents, it is said, are extending the per-

secution heretofore infliced ‘upon Jewish  re-
fugees to Netherlanders, Norwegians, Danes and
nationals of other countries which have come
under the Hitler hee] as a result of the present
war. These Nazi activities are said to be miost
in evidence in Argentina, Chile and Brazil, and
to a lesser extent in Peru. As the reports are in
keeping with German tactics, it is altogether like-
ly that they are based on facts. At the same time
it may be taken for granted that the German
plottings will fail, as the people of Latin Am-
erica are united in their determination not to al-
low cults from Europe to prevail in their re-

publics.
Because of the activity of German raiders
in the former World War, hostilities were

brought very close to the shores of Central and
South America. Sea battles were fought off the
coasts. In the present war, the chief event di-
rectly to concern South America was the engage-
ment between British cruisers and the German
pocket battleship Graf Spee, which was ignomin-
iously scuttled. The Uruguayans showed their
detestation of the Nazis then, as did other South
American peoples. In the former World War,
the sympathies of the South Americans were

with the Allies, who received much help in the
form of supplies, from Chile, in particular, Latin
America this time has more reason to be
suspicious of Germany and to be more deter-
mined to check any Nazi machinations.  The
various peoples know what happens to small na-
tions which stand in the way of Nazi policies,
and have no desire to take chances with Ger-
man culture as practised. They have been fore-
warned by the fate of Norway, Denmark, Hol-
land, Belgium, to mention only a few,

G. K. Chesterton, essayist and journalist, died
this date 1936: “The misanthropic idea, as in
Byra, is not a truth but it is one of the immortal
lies, As long as humanity lasts it can be hated.”
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Women and children are now barred from
leaving Canada for anywhere within the war
zone under a penalty not more than $2,000 or
less than $500, or six months imprisonment. This
will prevent the wives and families of officers
following their husbands and fathers to Eng-
land, as they did during the last war. England
will have enough to do looking after her own
dependents from this time onward.
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Fears have been expressed in Ottawa lest
sabotage result from Italy’s entry into the war
and Canada's growing importance as Britain’s
second line of defense. The Dominion’s sub-
stantial Italian population has been well organiz-
ed for the past five years by Fascist agents
cloaked with the authority of diplomatic posi-
tions. The activities of Luigi Petrucci, former
Italian Consul General in Ottawa and as such
chief representative of Italy in Canada, became
the subject of angry criticism in Parliament two
years ago.
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The Soissons region, where much heavy
fighting is taking place, has long been a scene of
warfare. There, in 486, recalls an exchange,
Clovis won a victory over the Roman general
Syagrius, Later warlords struggled in the area
in 719 and 922, Sieges frequent at  Soissons
during the Hundred Years War and the Na-
poleonic war. Again, in 1870, the city was one
of those taken by the Germans. During ‘the
First Great War, advancing German forces took,
the city within a few weeks, only to lose it to
the Allies in September, 1914. The Germans re-
captured it and lost it finally to the Allies in
August, 1018,
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Canada likely will be among the first pur-
chasers of somie of the World War war stocks
which U. S. A, possesses and may make avail-
able to the Allies. The United States has about
1,000,000 Lee-Enfield rifles made during the
World War. Some of them are slightly used.
Many of them were never fired. The Lee-En-
field rifle is standard for the Canadian argied
forces, It is reported that shortly before war be-
gan the Canadian Government had an opportun-
ity to buy what it wanted from this surplus stbck
but, for reasons not known, did not do so. From
what can be learned in circles in close touch with
the situation, Ottawa could use those rifles now.
In equipping its first division, still in Britain,
and the second, now being trained in Canada,
the Dominion has been woefully hampered by
lack of equipment,

This from the current report of Mr., A. B.

“When war broke out last September,” saii
Mr, Gardiner, Minister of Agriculture, “we ha
considerable surpluses of most of our farm proJ
ducts, At the present time we have one of th
largest surpluses of wheat in storage in the
country's history, and there is also a large ac-
cumulation of other products such as cheese.
The disposal of these surpluses is always a big
problem and this has been given close study.”
The Government, however, was advising farm-
ers to continue producing grain, livestock and
dairy products for “these will be the products
most required during the war and after the war.”
Difficulty had been experienced, Mr. Gardiner
admitted, in marketing apples and similar fruits
in other countrics, but, he added, “we are not
advising the stoppage of production of certain
kinds. Neither do we want to see farmers switch

Making War Time
Films

(Henry Watt in The Listener)
The lot of the film-maker in
wartime is not an easy one. At
least the kind of filmmaker I am.
Because you'reh liable to betu'rest,-
ed as a spy at any moment.
see, we nyake realist films with
real people in the actual locations
where events took place. And even
if you dress.yourseu up in a high-
ly-colored coat and stand in a
most prominent position, to look
as unsuspicious as possible, there
is always some weli-meaning oup
misguided citizen who is certain
you are photographing the town's
pet air-raid shelter and that this
will be vital information for Hit=
ler.

I have just come back {from
Scotland where we have made a
film called “Squadron 992", It
takes place round the Forth bridge.
And we had a lot of fun. Because,

you see, everyone is very war-con- '

scious up that way. It started the
first night we got to Edinburgh. We
spotted a marvelous sunset effect
over the castle, so we stuck our
camera out of the hotel window
‘and shot it. I don’t know if Edin-
ourgh citizens habitually gaze at
hotel windows, but what I do know
is that fourteen separate reports
of our sinister activities were in
the police station within half-an-
hour, and there descended on us
a positive galaxy o policemen, both
uniformed and plain-clothes.

The only thing they did't ask
to see was birth marks. But even-
tually we manged to satisfy them.
And Proceeded with our film,
gradually working down our threat-
ened arrests to about two a day.

Until we took to the sea. And
that nearly finished us.

We were doing a reconstruction
of the rescue of some Nazi airmen
from the Forth. We got the real
fishermen and boat that had done
the rescue some days before and
had three students to play the air-
men. It turned out very stormy
S0 we decided to shelter and work
under the lee of an island. Well,
I didn't know, and the fishermen

didn't know, that this island s
very hush-hush indeed. So we
can't blame the commander for

being a bit astonished when he saw
a fishing boat equipped with two
cameras and manned by four mys-
terious muffled figures and three
Nazi airmen, careering up and
down in apparently complete aban-
don. So he sent out an armed
trawler and lifted us. I'd have done
the same myself.

We were escorted into the tiny
harbor and formally handed over
to the military. Luckily, one of our
students know the officer in charge
of the guard as “Tubby” in civilian
life, so things got a hit less frigid.
But we marched a t self-con-
sciously to the guard-room and
watched with an odd feeling of
misgiving a sentry being posted at
the door with fixed bayonet. Af-
ter that started the interminable
phoning that always happens in
such cases, but the gang kept happy
by playing pontoon round the fire,
and drinking some extraordinarily
multi-colored soup kindly supplied
by the corporal of the guard. We
were eventually shipped to the
mainland and again handed over,
this time to the civil police. And
we all had a most pleasant, if
scmewhat cramped, journey in a
Black Maria,

Of course, when the police saw
us they greeted us lika old friends
and explained to the authorities
that although our appearance might
be against us, we really were quote
ordinary blokes doing ™ a job of
work, and so they let us go. We
found out afterwards, by the way,
that we'd crossed a mine-field by
mistake.
