A year or sO ago, & Maritime gen-
tleman wanted every crow destroyed,
preferably by shooting, Way by
shooting is hard to understand, as
that is about the most difficult way
to destroy a canny crow. The man
was so enthusiastic about the schemne
that he offered to put up a sum of
money and asked others to do lke-
wise as pay for every crow delivered
—he did not say where.
the crow seems to have an un-
favourable reputation in the minds
of many let us take him t and
see what makes him tick. We are all
familar with the stories about his
depredations in the poullry yard, the
destruction of wild birds and their
nests, and his attacks on corn and
other grains. Percentages worked out
show that 38 per cent by average
over 12 months, show that 38 per
cent of the principal food items is an
adult crow’s crop is corn, other
grains 12 per cent. How much corn

about the crow destroying eﬁsg.s and
yottng birds. This otfense is miti-
ga by the fact that it happens
early in the season when insects are
scarce. Usually the birds nests again,
raismﬁ a second brood at a time
when there is little or no danger be-
cause of prevalence of insects at that
time. The average tabby or family
cat destroys more birds and their
young than ever the crow does.

These special plots are made to
resemble minature alpine ranges,
and in them alplne flowers are
grown. Such are usually tiny short
sprawly things, that require little

moisture during most of the year.
They are specially listed in the bet-
ter seed catalogues. To hold the
sharply slok)ing soil, fair size rocks
of theroughest possible nature, pre=-
ferably weather beaten boulders, are
buried to about two thirds — their
depth irregularly throughout the
slope. Good pockets of sandy soil
are arranged between the rocks, The
flowers find a foothold here and
trail over the boulders,

Shrubbery and trees are arranged
as background for these rock gar-
dens, An odd tree or bush near the
middle will do no harm as most of
the rock plant are accustomed to
some shade.

But this protecting hood — or
“spathe” as the botanists term
it—is not the true flower, any
;more than the “parka” {s the
. personality of the little human
person within. Peep Into the
long opening on one side of the
spathe and you will see a little
round knob beset with yellow dots.
These are called “pollen grains”
which is the element necessary to
bring the flower to mature seeds.
But there! We are getting into the
1 technicalities of botany now.
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I It 45 enough to say that the
i~ true flower is the round knob the
| purple hood, just as the true per-
son is the little round-faced being

—with yellow freckles, if you like—
inside the purple parka.
| Where do we find this curious
plant? About the only place we
. could find any plant in flower on
| a March day,—away down in the
| warmest, most sheltered glen, where
the trickling streamlets from the
melting snow of the hillside have
formed e delte of rich, warm mud.
At first glance, we see no Skunk
Cabbage, Then, here and there,
all about, we find the ocuriy purple
hoods, sticking through the wet
earth and with them the green
cones of the tightly-folded leaves.

Later in the season should you
visit the same spot, you will find
no more purple hood-flowers.
These have wilted away. This is now
the time of the leaves. The whole
floor of tho little glen has become
a patch of huge green leaves grow-
ing luxuriantly in the soil,

In the thick, fleshy, purple hood
of the Skunk Cabbage we are cer-
tainly reminded of “cabbagey for
we have all seen purple cabbages on
the market. And later on, the
huge, thick, succulent leaves recall
the homely vegetable. But why
“Skunk” Cabbage?

Next time you eré mnear  the
Skunk Cabbage haunts, just step
over and break the little purple
hood of the flowe?, or tear off a
piece of the nearest leaf, and you'll
soon learn. At once a strong fetid
odor arises, which is more like &
Skunk in all his fragrant glory
than anything else I know of in the
Canadian woods.
