¥ ¢ ferent kind of philosophy from what is being
preached today in this House and ‘elsewhere.
We must preach the philosophy that there is
nothing better, or more worthwhile, than pro-
ducing food and clothing, the two things that
are necessary to all of us. If farming, produc-
ing the things we need the most, is not consid-
ered the best of all the professions or trades, or
whatever you like to call it, there is something
wrong with our way of thinking.”

It would be idle and untruthful to deny
that there is plenty of room for improvement in
! rural living. Far too many rural homes lack the
i conveniences which are comparatively common-
place in urhan dwellings. Nevertheless, in many
parts of rural Canada, these things are being
introduced, and the numerous benefits accruing
from cheap electricity for instance, are becom-
ing available.

In recent years, also, a great deal more is
becoming known on the place of agriculture in
the economic system. The effect of national
policies and world conditions on price levels is
much more clearly understood, and it may be
taken for granted that so far as these factors
may be controlled policies which formerly meant
slow starvation of agriculture will be avoided.
Wartime demand has, of course, raised prices
of almost all farm produets, so that, as Mr.
Gardiner stated, total farm income averaged
$1,600,000,000 annually during the last three
years, bringing an average return to each farm
of $2,000. Various factors, like hired help,
would reduce this measurably, but in general
farm income is about two and a half times what
it was in 1032, a depression year which still
colors thinking about farm income. Apart from
the question of farm prices, for too long farm-
ing has been stigmatized by the failures of bad
farmers,

v Much more is being done to provide pro-
per education for rural life. Better facilities
are being created, and more useful subjects be-
ing taught. The value of education for farmers
has never heen so widely recognized as it is to-
day. Related to this, there has never been so
much scientific study of farming and its prob-
lems.  Soil conservation, technical methods, bet-
ter crops, improved stock breeds, and the like,
are much more clearly understood as basic prin-
ciples of farming success.

Still  Costly

(Montreal Gazette)
The headway made in reductjon
and elimination of subskiles used to
hold down the delivered costs and
stablize prices of consumer ~ gouds,
] hasized in the report
of the Prices.Board on its 1945 op-
erations reiterates its declared pol-
iy of dropping or cutting - down
subsidies wherever possible, even
though some price increases, may
result, with the general aim of pro-
gressive ~removal of all subsidies
and restoration of a free-price

structure.

Despite the revamping of  sub-
sidy payments and policy as  the
war drew to an end +last year,

maintenance of the system through
1945 required heavy outpourings of
public funds and substantigl pay-
ments are stil] being made. Close
and censtant scrutiny of the pro-
gram js obviously necessary so
that still further reductions 1ay
be made whenever conditions war-
rant in order to lghten, and - u.-
timately eliminate the high cost of
this phase of price control.
Statistics appended to the Board's
report estimate the cost of subsid-
fes, and trading losses on bulk pur-
chases of basic commodities, at $93
milllons ja 1946. The gross cum-
ulative since December 1, 1941 to
the end cf last year bs reported at
$328.3 millions. This is in additfon
to the general administrative  exe
benses of the Board which pro-
visional figures in- the report n-
dicate amounted to nearly $14 mil-
lion last year.

The report points out that elim-
ination of reduction of a number of
subsidies during the past year, in-
cluding several expensive anes on
maor items of supply, began the
process of narrowing down the
sphere of payments to basic foods,
certain farm supplies, textiles and
fuels.
