Associated Press correspondent
Lynn Heinzerling in a front-line
dispatch said the 8th Army was
moving slowly through the hills
12 miles south of Florence late
Sunday and it seemed that the re-
treating enemy could not delay the
city’s fall for more than two or
three days. Today's communique
reported fighting en  Monte San
Michele, 15 miles from Florence.
Already South African tankmen
were moving out of the worst of
the mountains into the fertile farm
lands southwest of Florence. Doug
How, Canadian Press war corres-
pondent, said on Saturday that
British infantry and Canadian
armor of the 8th were engaged in
heavy fighting at San Giovanni,
18 miles southeast of Florence.
Associated Press war correspon-
dent Sid Feder reported the 5th
Army broke into Plsa before day-
light under cover of a haze that
blinded enemy gunners on Monte
Pisano to the north of the city,
then held on and brought up rein-
forcements through intense mor-
tar and artillery fire.

The large shell program i3 get-
ting under way the periodical said,
and in August about 160,000 tons
of semi-finished steel will be pro-
vided for this purpose. The quota
will increase until October when
more than 300,000 tons monthly
will be provided.
