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Time For Action

In a letter in today’s issue, Mr. J. O. Hydn-
man emphasizes the importance of prompt action
on thf: part of the Provincial Government in
pressing upon Ottawa the necessity of provid-
ing, in the Supplementary Estimates this year,
for a start to be made on the harbour improve-
ment project for Charlottetown. The time, as
Mr, Hyndman says, is short, as the Supplemen-
tary Estimates are likely to-be brought down
vzh a fortnight. Hon, Mr. Dunning is fully
jnformed s to the nmature of the work; the
survey has been completed, and there is no rea-
som in the worlkd why further time should be
wested ¥ view of the serious unemployment
pituation.

In addition, Mr. Hyndman suggests immedi-
whe steps being taken to make a complete sur-
vay of the proposed North River Bridge pro-
ject. He points out that in March, 1936, Pre-
mier Campbell had given assurance that this
parvey would be undertaken “at an early date.”
Apparently this has not yet been done, although
% wes stated at the last legislative session by
Ton. Mr. Mclntyre that “a partial survey” hed
been made by the Dominiom Government. Mr.
Mclntyre did not explain what the nature of
this partial survey was, perhaps for the good
and sufficient reason that he did not know, From
afl that we can learn, no real effort was made
%o implement Premier Campbell’s promise given
. 1036, either by the federal or provincial as-
thorities. The borings necessary to make an ac-
curate estimate of the cost of this projeet would
take a considerable time. No such work was
yndertaken, yet last year the Provincial Gov-
ernment obtained, from the Federal Department
of Public Works, a statement calculated to throw
cold water on the whole proposition.

It is possible that had there been more
active co-operation between the federal and
provincial governments, both these unem-
ployment projects would now be under way. The
failure to achieve this co-operation is all the
more inexcusable by reason of the fact that the
Dominion Finance Minister is himself a re-
presentative for this constituency in Parliament.

Since the above was written, a special meeting
of the City Council was held last night, at
which both the North River bridge and the har-
bour improvement projects were strongly in-
dorsed, and special emphasis laid on the need
of taking immediate action in both cases. As
